The aim of this bachelor thesis is to examine whether the major incidents like 9/11 attack and the death of bin Laden has affected the frequency and severity of Jihadist terrorist attacks in western countries. The data of Jihadist terrorist attacks around the world between 1994 and 2017 from Global Terrorism Database (GTD) are retrieved, with difference-in-differences analysis being performed. Results of the analyses shows that both 9/11 attack and the death of bin Laden has a significantly negative effect on the frequency of Jihadist attacks in western countries. However, there is not enough evidences that these two major events has a significant effect on the average number of fatalities and injuries.
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[bookmark: _Toc13819933]Introduction
Due to major Jihadist terrorist attacks having occurred throughout Europe and the United States since the turn of the century, ‘Jihadist terrorism’ has been the term that sparks fear among citizen of western countries. With perception that people have towards the attacks, it results in terrorism rapidly becoming one of the most crucial concern in the national level. Jihadist terrorism and its causes have been widely discussed in both political and academic debate to the global scale, with various type of possible solutions being proposed. Politicians often present their own solutions during their campaign. Also, numbers of counter-terrorism procedures have been executed by each national governments to tackle the issue in their respective countries, including laws and military operations (Jackson, 2007).
One specific nation that has been extremely active in challenging the Jihadist terrorism threat is the United States. The US was the directly affected country from the September 11 attack (also known as 9/11 attack) by a Jihadist group Al-Qaeda in 2001, resulting in 2977 casualties, numerous injuries and estimated economic loss of over 100 billion US dollar (CNN Library, 2018). Also, being considered by others as one of the major political and economic powerhouses, the US has claimed that it has been constantly targeted by terrorist organizations such as Al-Qaeda, even before the 9/11 incident occurred (National Commission on Terrorist Attacks Upon the United States, 2004). Hence, the US government often uses strong measures against Jihadist terrorism threat, regardless of the people currently in charge, with the main goal being to “defeat terrorism anywhere in the world” (National Commission on Terrorist Attacks Upon the United States, 2004).
Years after the 9/11 attack, the US decided to carry out a targeted assault under the code name “Operation Neptune Spear”. On May 2, 2011, then-president Barack Obama announced that Osama bin Laden, the founder and leader of Al-Qaeda, was finally killed, ending the manhunt that had been on for a decade (Phillips, 2011). However, the death of Osama bin Laden does not decrease tension and terror against Jihadist movement. With the emergence of another Salafi Jihadist group like Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant (ISIL, also known as ISIS, IS and Daesh), the world is still in fear of Jihadist terrorism. This phenomenon led to doubts being raised towards the effectiveness of the operation. Some also questioned if the assassination of bin Laden has reduced the threat of Jihadist movement, or has made any impacts on Jihadist terrorism at all (Miniter, 2017).
The aim of this bachelor thesis is to examine whether the major incidents like 9/11 attack and the death of bin Laden has affected the frequency and severity of Jihadist terrorist attacks in western countries. The research on this topic might lead to a better understanding of Jihadist terrorists’ incentives. Such knowledge would be important in designing and implementing potential best policies to challenge Jihadist terrorism issue that has been going on for decades. The following is therefore the central question of the thesis:
To what extent do the September 11 attack and the death of Osama bin Laden has affected the trend of Jihadist terrorist attacks in western countries[footnoteRef:1]? [1:  The definition of “western countries” in this research is “countries in North America and Europe”] 

In the following section, previous researches and supporting arguments are presented, leading to an introduction of the hypotheses. Subsequently, data collection and major data transformation are stated. General data overview is also provided in the form of descriptive statistics. Afterwards, the methodology of this research is described. Following that, the results of the analyses are presented. The conclusion is then drawn based on the findings. Finally, critical discussion of the findings, including research limitations and suggestions for future researches, are covered.
[bookmark: _Toc13819934]Theoretical framework
[bookmark: _Toc13819935]Previous related researches on (Jihadist) terrorism
There have been numerous attempts by researchers to understand the characteristics of Jihadist attacks, both directly and indirectly. Some of prior papers have discovered the connection between ideologically-driven attackers and various traits of the attacks. Gruenewald (2011) discovered that U.S. homicides perpetrated by right-wing extremists were more likely to involve multiple offenders, and target strangers as their victims. Parkin and Freilich (2015) examined with more in-depth focus on the characteristics of victims and found that the target of far-right attackers are more likely to be interracial. These findings indicate that the differences in ideology of the perpetrators may lead to different characteristics of the attacks. And since Jihadist terrorists are also identified as a religiously-influenced ideologically-motivated group, there might be a specific pattern of their attacks.
Focusing more on the religious attack groups, Enders and Sandler (2000) proposed a reason as to why the attacks by religious groups can be distictive from those by non-religious groups, especially in lethal aspect. Under the so-called “choice-theoretic model”, where all terrorist individuals and terrorist organizations are rational actors who take action based on their own cost-benefit analysis, traditional terrorist groups are considered as risk-averse. Religious groups, however, are more likely to be risk-loving, who attempt more risky operations despite the costs or prices to the perpetrators being much higher than those attacks of traditional terrorists. This is because religious groups tend to “place a high (infinite) value on reaching heaven through martyrdom”. Hence, the value of expected payoffs in terms of their impact on the targeted audience are higher than the normal terrorists (Enders & Sandler, 2000).
In terms of empirical research, there also have been some evidences to support that attacks by religious groups, Islamist groups in particular, are more severe than those with non-religious groups as attackers. Asal and Rethemeyer (2008) examined the data from MIPT’s Terrorism Knowledge Base (TKB) between 1998 and 2005 to assess the relationship between the characteristics of perpetrator groups and the number of casualties. The result shows that religious organizations generally caused more casualties than non-religious organizations. Later, Piazza (2009) also found that Islamist groups are significantly more likely to launch higher casualty attacks than any other groups like leftists, rightists, or national-separatists. The lethality of Islamist terrorist groups was, however, mainly contributed by Al-Qaeda affiliates. 
Another empirical paper with full focus on Jihadist group on western countries is from Carson and Suppenbach (2018). The paper analyzed the relationship between the groups affiliated with Global Jihadist Movement (GJM) and the lethality of their attacks, especially on American casualties and injuries. It was discovered that the attacks from GJM were significantly more fetal, though they are not significantly translated to higher casualties and injuries of U.S. citizens.
[bookmark: _Toc13819936]Major responses after the September 11 attack
Before the September 11 attack, terrorism was considered as a “less fundamental security threat” (Krahmann, 2001). However, after the attack occurred, there has been huge increases in focus, from the US and European countries, towards Jihadist terrorism threats as well as terrorism in general. Some concerns on the use of Europe as a logistic base for terrorist groups have also been raised (den Boer, 2003).
As the nation directly affected from the attack, the United States responded quickly with various measures. One of the notable examples is the Uniting and Strengthening America by Providing Appropriate Tools Required to Intercept and Obstruct Terrorism Act of 2001, also known as the USA PATRIOT Act, which became effective on October 26, 2001. The main propose of the USA PATRIOT Act, as stated in the act itself, was “to deter and punish terrorist acts in the United States and around the world, to enhance law enforcement investigatory tools, and for other purposes”. The act gives greater power to federal officials, allowing more authority to track and intercept communications. New crimes, new penalties, and new procedural efficiencies are introduced by this act for use against both domestic and international terrorists. After the USA PATRIOT Act is introduced, some critics concerned that some of its provision went too far, while the others argued that its provision is in fact not well-covered enough (Doyle, 2002). Nonetheless, the USA PATRIOT Act was considered as a huge step forward in action against terrorism.
The 9/11 attack was also the major stimulus for European countries to take swift actions in policy-making against terrorism. A wide range of legal instruments was adopt both nationally and at the EU level shortly after the incident. For example, the number of counter-terrorist specialists within Europol increased from 7 in September 2001 to 35 in October of the same year. Experts and officers from police and intelligence services in the Member States were also gathered to establish a new Task Force by Europol later in November. The unit’s tasks were to collect relevant information and intelligence about actual terrorism threats, analyze and assess threats based on the acquired information (den Boer, 2003). 
These mentioned cases indicate that both the United States and European countries has strengthened their security level by various measures, which means that the possibility of the Jihadist terrorist attacks supposed to be less likely to occur and less severe. Based on this reasoning, the first hypothesis of the research is the following:
Hypothesis 1: The frequency, lethality and injuriousness of Jihadist terrorist attacks in western countries decreased after the September 11 attack.
[bookmark: _Toc13819937]The death of Osama bin Laden
On May 2, 2011, it was announced by the president Barack Obama that the founder and leader of Al-Qaeda, Osama bin Laden, was assassinated during the “Operation Neptune Spear”. Then-president Obama said during the announcement that the death of bin Laden was considered as the most significant achievement to date in the US’s effort to defeat Al-Qaeda (Phillips, 2011).
There were some doubts regarding the moral status of the operation choosing to kill bin Laden rather than to capture him. Some also argued against the operation that killing bin Laden might be unwise. With the death of Admiral Isoroku Yamamoto on “Operation Vengeance” in 1943 during World War II as an example, Miniter (2017) stated in one of his article that targeting on the leader as an individual might not be the logical way to win or end the war. 
However, even before the operation took place, the idea was supported by many war critics that the searching for bin Laden should be the main objective for the US, regardless of him being killed or captured. And regarding opting for targeted killing instead of a capture mission, Govern (2012) argued that bin Laden was a legitimate military target, and all possible options had thoroughly been considered by the decision-makers involved in the operation, before leaning towards targeted killing rather than a capture operation in the end.
Currently, the consequences of Osama bin Laden’s killing remain ambiguous, with various studies having different conclusion. Some studies show that successful terrorist leaders’ killing have significant negative impact on terrorist organizations, though not a decisive effect. Meanwhile, other case studies show that there is neither the rate of terrorist attacks nor the likelihood of organizational collapse being affected by such operations (Jenkins, 2016). Nonetheless, it is interesting to see whether the killing of bin Laden has overall significant effect on Jihadist terrorism. Hence, the second hypothesis of the research is the following:
Hypothesis 2: The frequency, lethality and injuriousness of Jihadist terrorist attacks in western countries decreased after the death of Osama bin Laden.
[bookmark: _Toc13819938]Data
[bookmark: _Toc13819939]Source of data
The data used for the analyses is retrieved from Global Terrorism Database (GTD), maintained by the National Consortium for the Study of Terrorism and Responses to Terrorism (START) under University of Maryland. GTD is an open-source database which collects information of terrorist attacks around the world.[footnoteRef:2] The database contains details of each incidents including date, location, type of attacks, purpose of the attacks, weapon used, victim information, perpetrator information, number of casualties and consequences. The version of GTD used in this thesis includes 181,691 terrorist events occurred between 1970 and 2017 (except 1993). [2:  The GTD defines a terrorist attack as “the threatened or actual use of illegal force and violence by a non-state actor to attain a political, economic, religious, or social goal through fear, coercion, or intimidation.” In practice, a terrorist incident is included in the GTD only if all three following attributes are present; the incident was intentional, the incident entailed some level of violence or immediate threat of violence against property and/or people, and the perpetrator(s) of the incident were not an act of state terrorism (National Consortium for the Study of Terrorism and Responses to Terrorism, 2018).] 

[bookmark: _Toc13819940]Data transformation
In order to proceed with the research, there are some required adjustments to the data. Due the missing data in 1993, only the data of terrorist acts from 1994 to 2017 is used in the analyses to avoid the issue. This leads to the number of sample being cut down to 126,976 incidents.
Of all 126,976 terrorist incidents occurred between 1994 and 2017 being recorded in GTD, there are 66,088 incidents, 52.05% of the total data, which the perpetrator groups are recorded as “unknown”. These incidents will be disregarded from in the main analyses since it is not identifiable whether these perpetrator groups are Jihadist-related group or not. However, given the large number of cases with unidentifiable groups, the summary statistics with unknown perpetrator are also performed.[footnoteRef:3] [3:  The summary statistics including unknown perpetrator groups can be found on Table 5 in Appendix B.] 

Since geo-political boundaries of some countries have changed during the mentioned time period, the original database records the incident locations based on the year each events took place. For example, a 1997 terrorist attack in Belgrade is recorded as taking place in Yugoslavia, but an identical attack in 2007 is recorded as taking place in Serbia. Therefore, to avoid confusion, the geo-political boundary status in 1994 is used as reference in this research. In other words, any country dissolutions and breakups that happened between 1994 and 2017 are merged back to the state in 1994, while the dissolution and breakups that happened before 1994 is recognized.[footnoteRef:4] The changes may not have affected the analyses, but rather for consistency of the data. [4:  This means Kosovo, Serbia and Montenegro are considered as Yugoslavia, while Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Macedonia and Slovenia are recognized as separated countries in this research.] 

The GTD does not contain information on the ideology of perpetrator group. Hence, all perpetrator groups are identified whether the group is considered as part of Jihadist movement or not, using the following criteria. A group is considered as a Jihadist group if at least one of the following condition applies; the group is included in the list of Global Jihadist Movement (GJM) groups according to Carson and Suppenbach (2018), the group is included in the record of Jihadist organizations’ victims as per 2016[footnoteRef:5], or the inclusion of the term ‘Jihad’ in the group’s name. This results in 338 perpetrator groups being identified as Jihadist groups, from the total of 2,099 distinct groups appeared in the sample.[footnoteRef:6] [5:  The record can be accessed at https://public.tableau.com/profile/antoine.baudon#!/vizhome/Victimesparorganisatio
njihadiste/Victimesparoranisationjihadiste]  [6:  A complete list of all groups, groups that fulfil each criteria and the final list of Jihadist groups, can be found on Table 4 in Appendix A.] 

[bookmark: _Toc13819941]Descriptive statistics
Table 1 presents the summary of key variables from the dataset after the exclusion of cases with unknown perpetrators. Dependent variables, which are number of casualties and number of injuries, are examined. A dummy variable for incidents happened in western countries, as well as dummy variables for incidents happened after event of interests like the September 11 attack and the death of Osama bin Laden, are measured. Several control variables which could potentially be responsible for the lethality and injuriousness of the attacks are also included, such as type of attacks, result of the operation, and whether the attacks was classified as a suicide attack.
It can be seen from Table 1 that Jihadist groups were accounted for nearly half of the terrorist incidents occurred between 1994 and 2017. Also, only 8.3% of all attacks happened in western countries. On average, a terrorist attack with known perpetrators led to nearly 4 people killed and 5 people injured.

Focusing specifically at the statistics of 31,371 terrorist incidents by Jihadist groups in Table 2, it is shown that the attacks by Jihadist terrorists were generally more lethal, with around 5 dead and 6 injured per attack. Moreover, most of the operations by Jihadists happened after two major events, with 94.07% of them occurred after the September 11 attack and 78.19% after the death of Osama bin Laden. Another thing to point out is that only 0.75% of all Jihadists attacks were in western countries.
Figure 1 illustrates the frequency of Jihadist incidents by location across time. The graph reflects the huge difference in number of Jihadist attacks in western and non-western countries. The number of incidents were always less than 50 in western countries, while there were at least 120 incidents happened each year in the rest of the world. Another interesting remark from the figure is that the number of attacks suddenly increased after 2011 for both western and non-western countries, the year that Osama bin Laden was killed. This could be a strong evidence for an argument that the death of bin Laden was partly responsible for the increase in frequency of Jihadist incidents around the world.

Figure 2 and Figure 3 demonstrate the average of killed and wounded individuals per Jihadist attack over time, segregated by the location that the attack occurred.[footnoteRef:7] The major outlier that can be clearly seen from both figures are the spikes of average killed and wounded in western countries, especially the biggest spike in 2001. This is due to the September 11 attacks, which were responsible in huge number of fatalities and injuries. With only 6 Jihadist incidents occurred in western countries in 2001, 4 of which being part of the 9/11 attack themselves, this results in a steep jump in average number of for Jihadist incidents in western countries that year to 502.5 killed and 3298.8 wound. When the 9/11 incidents are all excluded, the average fatalities and injuries from Jihadist attacks in 2001 were similar between western and non-western countries.  [7:  Full numerical data used for Figure 1, Figure 2 and Figure 3 can be found on Table 6, Table 7 and Table 8 respectively in Appendix C.] 

Since one of the analyses is to compare the change in characteristics of incidents between before and after the September 11 attack, it is difficult to interpret the result had the 9/11 attack in the analyses itself. Together with the 9/11 attack being an obvious outlier which would clearly affect the result, there are enough arguments in favor of leaving the 9/11 incident out of the analyses.[footnoteRef:8] [8:  Nonetheless, the difference-in-differences analyses with the 9/11 incident being included are also performed, can be found on Table 9 in Appendix D, though not mainly discussed in the paper.] 

[bookmark: _Toc13819942]Methodology
[bookmark: _Toc13819943]Difference-in-differences method
In order to analyze the hypotheses and give answers on the research questions, difference-in-difference method are performed. The difference-in-differences method is an analysis in which two groups over two or more time periods are compared. When analyzing the impact of an event on Jihadist terrorism, there might be other unobservable factors which also affect Jihadist terrorism, resulting in omitted variable bias (OVB). For example, the impact on Jihadist terrorist might be partly caused by the factors on the global scale, such as global terrorism trend and worldwide policy implementation. Difference-in-difference method is then crucial for investigating the effect of the important event it actually has on western countries. The assessment can be achieved by comparing the change in Jihadist terrorist attacks in western countries after each major events, to the change of those attacks occurred in the rest of the world. This model has the capability to partly solve these problems by eliminating time-invariant omitted variables, as well as time-varying omitted variables that affect treatment and control groups equally.
[bookmark: _Toc13819944]The regression models
With investigation methods as described above, the first difference-in-differences regression is estimated to examine the effect. The regression formula is as follows:

where  is the dependent variable such as average casualties and average injuries.  is a constant.  is a dummy variable for treatment group that takes a value of one when the observation is from a western country, i.e. country from North America, western Europe or Eastern Europe, and zero otherwise.  is a dummy variable that takes a value of one when the year of observation is after the event of interest, i.e. the September 11 attack and the death of Osama bin Laden, and zero otherwise. The parameter  and  indicate the fixed effect. The impact of the event on the dependent variable of interest in western countries is captured by , while  represents the error terms.
Furthermore, the second difference-in-differences regression is constructed similarly to the first formula. The only difference is that data was recorded as yearly data instead of two-period data. Hence, the second regression formula is as follows:

where all variables in the formula being the same as the first formula, with exception of , which is substituted by  to capture yearly fixed effects.
After that, another difference-in-differences regression are also formulated at the regional level, with yearly data. This results in the third difference-in-differences regression formula as follows:

where  stands for the dependent variable of interest like number of attacks, average casualties and average injuries.  is a constant.  is a categorical variable representing the region that the observation is from.  is a treatment dummy variable which has a value of one when the year of observation is after the event of interest, and the region is part of western countries, and has a value of zero otherwise.  and  capture regional fixed effects and yearly fixed effects respectively. Again,  represent the treatment effect, and  indicate the error term.
The last difference-in-differences regression is estimated with an inclusion of 4 time-varying controlled variables: measure of success, the attack being suicidal, the attack being considered as armed assault, and explosive being used in the attack. The last regression formula is as follows:

[bookmark: _Toc13819945]Results
Table 3 below exhibits the results from each difference-in-differences models. It can clearly be seen that the September 11 attack and the death of Osama bin Laden has a negative effect on the average number of Jihadist attacks in western country, having a very significant effect across all models.

However, the same cannot be said to the average number of fatalities and injuries. The changes in average number of killed and wounded individuals per attack seems ambiguous. Interestingly, the average number of death per one Jihadist attack significantly increased after 9/11 when estimated using Model 3, but the same significance of the effect are not founded in any other models. Also, there are a statistically weak evidence that average number of both fatalities and injuries significantly decreased after bin Laden’s death in Model 1, but the effect disappeared when year dummy, region fixed effects and controlled variables are introduced in later models.
[bookmark: _Toc13819946]Conclusion
Using the data of Jihadist terrorist attacks around the world between 1994 and 2017 from Global Terrorism Database (GTD), this bachelor thesis examines whether the major incidents like 9/11 attack and the death of bin Laden has affected the frequency and severity of Jihadist terrorist attacks in western countries. The results of difference-in-differences analysis indicates that both 9/11 attack and the death of bin Laden has a significantly negative effect on the frequency of Jihadist attacks in western countries. However, there is not enough evidences that these two major events has a significant effect on the average number of fatalities and injuries.
The conclusion above implies that despite the actual number of Jihadist incidents being increased in western countries since 2001, the number were actually less than expected had it followed the same trends as the ones in non-western countries. Meanwhile, the intensity of each incidents, measured in average killed and wounded individuals per attack, remained the same. This can be interpreted in many ways. One of which is that the Jihadist terrorist groups become weaker after both events, in which it would justify the operation to assassinate Osama bin Laden. Another possibility is that the counter-terrorism measures and procedures implemented in western countries in the wake of both events were effective. However, such procedures did not improve the damage limitation from the attack, had the attack been successful, 
Anyway, one important point to mention is that these are only speculations under the assumption that both western and non-western countries have relatively the same trend of time-varying factors, apart from the mentioned action from western countries. In reality, there are huge possibilities that some time-varying factors on non-western countries that shifted the interest of Jihadist terrorists away from western countries and be responsible for the results. Hence, the actual cause of the difference still requires much in-depth investigation.

[bookmark: _Toc13819948]Research limitations
The analyses in this thesis were performed under an amount of limitations. The main obstacle to this research is regarding the data. First of all, despite the amount of each incidents’ information being recorded in GTD, there are still a considerably large number of missing data for certain variables. For example, the number of perpetrators could be one of the factor that affects the severity of the attacks, which could be useful as one of the controlled variables for Model 4. However, only one-fifth of Jihadist incidents has records in number of perpetrator, hence the variable had to be dropped.
GTD also used a lot of estimations in data. The When several attacks are linked together, the number of fatalities and injured are summed together and then averagely distributed instead of assigning the actual figures for each incident (National Consortium for the Study of Terrorism and Responses to Terrorism, 2018). Had these linked incidents been merged as one attack, it remains interesting whether the result of this research would change.
[bookmark: _Toc13819949]Recommendation for future researches
This analyses still leave room for improvements in further researches. One of the improvement that can be done is the different model with more variables. The GTD contains some other interesting variables which are yet to be utilized by this research such as the target, the weapon used, the damage of property etc. These variables can be useful for the design of a better difference-in-difference regression.
Also, the comparison of western and non-western countries might not be the best way to perform the analyses, since there are high possibilities of different time-varying factors in both regions. In order to overcome this, later researchers can perform this analyses again with different methods such as the synthetic control method.
There are also many unexamined points of interest yet to be analyzed in this research, which focuses on only Jihadist incidents in western countries and non-western countries. Based on the results in this research, it can be that the effects of the 9/11 incident and the death of bin Laden were not western-specific but rather affected the Jihadist terrorism trend around the world as a whole. Thus, difference-in-differences analysis comparing Jihadist and non-Jihadist incidents before and after 9/11 and bin Laden’s death would be interesting to perform in future researches, in order to examine whether such hypothesis is true.
