Exploration of the German Feminist Foreign Policy in Political Discourse
Abstract

This thesis explores the portrayal of Germany’s Feminist Foreign Policy (FFP) within right-wing 

conservative print media through a Critical Discourse Analysis (CDA). The FFP has the intention of 

incorporating feminist values into the processes used to make foreign policy decisions. The policy seeks 

to address the systemic injustices that oppressed groups, especially women, experience due to variables 

like religion, disability, gender, or sexual identity. By addressing gaps in legal protection, the policy 

highlights the necessity of equal involvement in decision-making processes. The increasing rise of 

right-wing influence in the German parliament makes this research pivotal to understanding how 

right-wing media influences public perception. Therefore, the following research question will guide the 

analysis: “What are the framing strategies employed by German right-wing news media in the 

representation and interpretation of the Feminist Foreign Policy?” The study focuses on five German 

newspapers: Die Welt, Bild, Junge Freiheit, Focus, and Cicero, selected for their conservative alignment 

and high circulation rates within Germany. Using purposive sampling, 45 articles published between 

March 2023 and August 2023 were analyzed to discover the framing strategies used in media discourse 

surrounding the FFP. The analysis is structured around Huckin’s framework, dissecting language and 

narrative techniques, revealing how conservative media constructs specific narratives about feminist 

policies, highlighting underlying biases and ideological stances. The findings show that right-wing media 

frame the FFP within a context of criticism and skepticism, making deliberate linguistic choices to shape 

public perception. The most common discourses used to represent and interpret the FFP are: Criticizing 

Annalena Baerbock, the propaganda of the Greens Party, FFP misinformation, connecting the FFP to 

humanitarian crises, immigration discourse, and lastly, support shown toward the FFP. A theme of 

national identity emerged as a critical lens through which the FFP was evaluated. While pro-policy 

articles framed it as a step toward advancing worldwide gender equality, the majority of articles framed 

the policy as a threat to Germany’s traditional values and reputation. This contradiction draws attention to 

the influence of media framing on public perception and discourse. The framing reflects conservative 

ideologies and strengthens broader socio-political power structures. Therefore, the study contributes to the 

understanding of how media influences public discourse and offers insights into the role of language in 

shaping political narratives.

“We are pursuing feminist foreign policy because it fits our values and is in our country’s interest. We are 

also pursuing it for the sake of the many dedicated women around the globe who stand up for gender 

equality and participation, justice, and peace. Because only where women and marginalized groups are 

safe, is everyone safe.”  (“Feministische Außenpolitik gestalten - Auswärtiges Amt”) 

 

This statement made by the first German female foreign minister; Annalena Baerbock, remains as 

relevant today as it has throughout history. The statement regards the importance of representation of 

women and marginalized groups, specifically in foreign policy. The underrepresentation of women on a 

global scale is caused by and a cause of gender inequality and discrimination (UNESCO, 2023, p. 3). 

Women and other marginalized groups around the globe are still faced with structural disadvantages 

(Auswärtiges Amt, 2023, p. 1). Many countries have gaps in their legal framework, fostering a less 

inclusive environment for all. 86 countries restrict women by law from practicing certain professions. 46 

countries have no laws protecting women from workplace sexual harassment, and a study by UN Women 

showed that 600 million women live in countries that do not penalize domestic violence (Bernarding, 

2023, p. 11). Everywhere, women are under-represented in political, economic, and social 

decision-making processes. This is also true for Germany, with only 35% of women making up 

parliament, ranking it the 44th nation among the world's legislators (Bernarding, 2023, p. 11).  

The Feminist Foreign Policy (FFP) works to appease these, with the belief that all people should 

have the same rights and deserve the same freedoms and opportunities, the FFP seeks to achieve gender 

equality worldwide. By adopting these policies, Germany is following in the footsteps of other countries 

including Sweden, Canada, France, and Mexico (Auswärtiges Amt, 2023, p. 1). Germany is a role model 

for many nations and serves as a model for other governments worldwide, particularly within the 

framework of EU policy (Heinze, n.d, p. 1). With Annalena Baerbock launching the guidelines on March 

1st, 2023, the FFP is officially in effect (Bernarding, 2023, p. 1).  
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1. Background:    
The FFP has the intention of incorporating feminist values into the processes used to make 

foreign policy decisions. Becoming a prominent change in thinking within international relations 

(Bernarding, 2023, p. 3). Originating in Sweden in 2014, the FFP has been embraced by several nations 

worldwide. UN Women (2022) found that by October 2022, the list of countries integrating a feminist 

foreign policy includes Sweden (2014), Canada (2017), France (2019), Mexico (2020), Spain (2021), 

Luxembourg (2021), Chile (2022), Colombia (2022) and Liberia (2022). Germany is among the nations 

that have recently joined this movement, indicating a broader shift towards gender-inclusive diplomacy 

(Brechenmacher, 2023, p. 1). 

The FFP seeks to address the systemic injustices that oppressed groups, especially women, 

experience due to variables like religion, disability, gender, or sexual identity. By addressing gaps in legal 

protection, the policy highlights the necessity of equal involvement in decision-making processes 

(Auswärtiges Amt, 2023, p. 1). Worldwide unequal access to education, financial resources, and networks 

still exists. To combat these issues, the FFP combines new principles with action. Each nation which has 

adopted the FFP has their own handbooks to specify their goals and means of a feminist policy within 

their parliament (UN Women, 2022, p. 1). This thesis will elaborate on the German handbook published 

in 2023.  

Adopting the FFP principles represents a significant step toward coordinating Germany's foreign 

policy with the country's aims of gender equality. Annalena Baerbock became minister of foreign affairs 

in 2021 when the Greens, the Social Democratic Party (SPD), and the Free Democratic Party (FDP) 

signed a coalition agreement pledging to pursue a FFP (Frohlich & Hauschild, 2023, p. 1).  

The German FFP summarizes within 80 pages their commitment to overcome entrenched power 

inequalities and discrimination, to work towards equality of women and other marginalized groups 

(Bernarding, 2023, pp. 1 - 80). Their repeated slogan is; “if women are not safe - no one is safe.” The 

coalition, together with Chancellor Olaf Scholz, laid out a broad framework ranging from peace 

negotiations and humanitarian aid delivery to climate policy (Brechenmacher, 2023, p. 1). It was found 

that the German FFP has the most thorough outline of a country's FFP so far, their guidelines address 

systematic imbalances and recognize the gender-specific effects of policies in various political sectors 

(Bernarding, 2023, p. 12).  

However, there is still disagreement over the FFP’s terminology and scope. Concerned that the 

term “feminist” may narrow the focus to women and ignore other marginalized groups, some advocate for 

more inclusive labels such as human rights-based or inclusive foreign policy (Zilla, 2023, p. 2). 
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Nonetheless, the label “feminist” draws attention to the FFP’s potential for transformation and shows its 

dedication to challenge existing power structures and advancing gender equality in international relations.  

Germany's advocacy of the FFP principles represents a broader commitment to advancing social 

justice and equality worldwide. It reflects a significant shift towards gender-inclusive diplomacy. This 

thesis aims to understand the framing tactics employed by German political discourse in news media, 

specifically in their representation and interpretation of the FFP. This analysis is crucial for assessing the 

FFP’s impact and effectiveness on public perception and advancing gender equality goals.  
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2. Introduction:   

2.1 Germany’s Political, Societal, & Cultural Landscape  

The Federal Republic of Germany governs under a federal and parliamentary democracy 

(Bundestag, n.d, p. 1). The Bundestag is the main legislative body while the Federal Council represents all 

sixteen federal states. With power divided between the federal and state governments, the German system 

shows a commitment to cooperative governance and decentralization (Enriching Diversity, n.d, p. 1). 

Furthermore, with the average household income per capita of 38,971 euros per year and 86% of adults 

aged 25-64 having completed upper secondary education, the country holds high standards of living 

(OECD, 2016, p. 1). 

While Germany’s cultural landscape is characterized by its rich history, there are ongoing 

ideological divisions and debates, specifically surrounding issues of immigration, multiculturalism, and 

national identity (UNESCO, n.d, p. 1). The Federal Government takes humanitarian responsibility for 

refugees and asylum workers. Immigrants undergo courses provided by the integration services of the 

government to create a smoother transition into German society. These services include language and 

integration courses and aiding individuals in the labor market. With Germany having a total of 22 million 

citizens who come from migrant backgrounds, they make a vital contribution to Germany’s society and 

economy (Enriching Diversity, n.d, p. 2).   

Nonetheless, the long-standing initiatives such as gender quotas in corporate leadership 

demonstrates Germany’s commitment to social equity and inclusion. Women must account for a 

minimum of 30% of seats in supervisory boardrooms. In state owned companies the gender quota rises to 

50% (OECD, 2016, p. 1). Furthermore, Germany's political spectrum encompasses a wide range of 

ideologies, including conservatism, liberalism, socialism, and environmentalism. These ideologies are 

represented by various political parties, such as the Christian Democratic Union (CDU) which holds the 

most seats in parliament and was also previous Chancellor Angela Merkel's representative party. The 

Social Democratic Party (SPD), Free Democratic Party (FDP), and The Greens are the next most popular 

parties in parliament. Recent years have seen the rise of populist and far-right movements, such as the 

Alternative for Germany (AfD), which challenges the dominance of mainstream parties (Rödder, 2024, p. 

2).  

Since the end of World War 2, Germany’s media landscape has evolved significantly. Particularly 

emphasizing freedom of press which is protected by the constitution. Though regional differences occur, 

the media environment has integrated despite historical divisions between East and West. Print 

productions continue to play a pivotal role in influencing public opinion and disseminating political 
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information. While diversity and representation within the industry are still being challenged, journalists 

describe their profession as too dominated by white, middle-class, male protagonists (Thomaß & Horz, 

2024, p. 1).  

Furthermore, notable shifts within the media landscape are occurring, particularly within 

traditional print media. Axel Springer, the owner of Germany’s largest news channels, is undergoing a 

digital transformation, aiming to establish Bild, Germany’s leading tabloid as a purely digital media 

company. However, this transformation has been faced with many setbacks including low ratings leading 

to numerous expansions into the TV industry to be scaled back, as well as the cancellation of two latest 

news programs. Furthermore, traditional print media are facing a decline in sales which has been linked to 

high inflation within Germany. Newspapers such as the Frankfurter Allgemeine and the Süddeutsche 

Zeitung experienced a decline of sales by 6% in 2022. This led to the discontinuation of printed 

newspapers in some areas of rural Germany. Under the coalition agreement between the current governing 

parties, financial aid was promised to support newspapers, but it has not yet happened (Hölig, 2023, p. 1). 

Germany’s commercial news sector is facing challenges, as traditional media outlets struggle to maintain 

profitability, a rise of alternative media sources catering specific ideological ideas may contribute to an 

increased polarization of the media landscape. This has already become evident in smaller online 

newspapers such as the far-right Junge Freiheit.  

2.2 The right-wing party: Alternative for Germany (AfD)  

Populism has become more widespread in Europe within recent years. Disrupting established 

political ideologies and introducing new, often radical ideas. Despite its support for European Integration, 

Germany has not been exempted from the rising trend of Euroscepticism and populism (Lenz, 2019, p. 1). 

The emergence and rise of the far-right political party AfD, has changed the political landscape 

considering their resistance to progressive policies such as the FFP.  

After the financial crisis and dissatisfaction with EU policies, a group critical of European 

integration founded the AfD in 2013. The party soon gained popularity (Martinez, 2024, p. 1). The AfD 

has increased in popularity, due to their anti-immigration and Eurosceptic views. Its opposition to 

progressive policies such as immigration laws and gender equality, has drawn attention and generated 

discussions within the German political spectrum. The party's strong opinion on anti-immigration arose 

when former Chancellor Angela Merkel allowed for the arrival of hundreds of thousands of asylum 

seekers in Germany. As a result, the salience of migration issues increased within Germany, displeasing 

many conservative politicians and citizens (Arzheimer & Berning, 2019, pg. 1). With these radical views 

the AfD currently holds around 22% of German parliament, making it the second most popular bloc in the 
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country. Results show that the party has done well in recent regional elections, creating a fearful 

environment of how the party will fare in federal elections in 2025 (Huneke, 2024, p. 1).  

The Afd’s ongoing opposition to feminist principles is apparent in their rhetoric and policies. 

Statements such as “Gender ideology marginalizes natural differences between the sexes and questions 

gender identity” are common (AfD Basic Program, 2016, p. 40). Recent research conducted by 

Sassenhagen (2023), shows that left-leaning parties such as the Greens party are more enthusiastic about 

feminist principles within parliament than compared to the AfD.    

Furthermore, the AfD takes an unconventional approach on gender issues, supporting traditional 

gender roles and identities. The party strongly advocated for the preservation of traditional family values, 

condemning gender mainstreaming. AfD-Bavaria published on Twitter; “Bavaria gender-free! "No to 

gender mainstreaming and early sexualization” (Berg, 2019, p. 81). Chair of the AfD in Thüringen, Björn 

Höcke preached at a public demonstration; “We must rediscover our masculinity. Because only if we 

rediscover our masculinity do we become manly” (Berg, 2019, p. 81). The AfD is undergoing efforts to 

reinforce traditional roles and encourage German citizens to partake in their initiative.  

The rising popularity of the party has led to concerns about how it may affect German politics and 

societal norms. Conservative politicians such as Markus Söder have contributed to political push backs by 

stating in national media that the FFP is incomprehensible, creating backlash against feminist policies in 

parliament (Brechenmacher, 2023, p. 6). Further causes for dividing public opinion is the AfD’s critical 

stance on anti-immigration (Kinkartz, 2023, p. 2). The populist party has adopted an anti-Islam manifesto, 

calling for a ban on Islamic veils for women, a ban on minarets, the call to Islamic prayer, rejecting the 

ideology of multiculturalism, and stating that Islam is not a part of Germany (Zalan, 2016, p. 1). With 

such extreme views on diversity and inclusion within Germany, it is fearful and worrying that the AfD has 

become the second most popular bloc in parliament. 

These factors concerning the rapid rise of the AfD, makes this research of significant importance 

and urges an understanding of the framing strategies employed by German right-wing news media in their 

coverage of the FFP. As the media play a significant role in shaping public opinion and influencing 

political discourse (Chen, 2022, p. 2).  

2.3 News Media: Influence, Representation, & Interpretation  

News media is the main tool used to inform the public, to shape public opinion, as well as 

strongly influence political discourse. Scholars have emphasized the importance of understanding the role 

the media plays in shaping public perceptions, specifically in the recent rise of populist movements. It 

was found that the media used to play a significant role in preventing populism from gaining visibility and 
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popularity in Germany. However, due to the recent popularity of the right-leaning political party, AfD, 

German newspapers have experienced a shift in which they are obliged to critically reflect on populist 

happenings (Lenz, 2019, pg. 3). Allowing conservative newspapers to further push their agenda of 

populism to the public.  

The development of print media in an age of online media in competition with TV, social media, 

and radio is necessary to outline. A well developed and functioning democracy relies on individuals being 

informed about politics and current affairs. By consuming traditional news media, individuals have been 

educated and informed on a variety of issues. Shehata and Strömbäck (2021), have found that as 

traditional news media are declining, while digital and social media are becoming increasingly more 

important as a news source, a key question to discover is whether using social media compensates for not 

consuming traditional news media, regarding political discourse. It was found that this is not the case. 

Their study has found that a large population still relies on traditional news media and are also more 

inclined to follow politics through news media websites. This shows that while social media is a used tool 

for information and learning, individuals still rely on newspapers for expert commentary and 

comprehensive analyses on political issues (Shehata & Strömbäck, 2021, p. 16). Furthermore, it has been 

found that German media users prefer traditional media over social media for news consumption 

(Thomaß & Horz, 2024, p. 3). 

While newspapers serve as a critical tool to inform the public on political developments (Pew 

Research Center, 2011, p. 1). Their political preferences and backgrounds may have an impact on media 

outlets, leading to concerns about political bias in reporting (Chiang & Knight, 2011, p. 796). When 

media outlets are profit-driven and aim to draw viewers through sensationalized or ideologically driven 

content, biases may affect voter decision-making and election outcomes. As Axel Springer is an 

independent news company, and their newspapers are financed by advertising and user subscription rather 

than state broadcasting which must follow a discrimination-free media policy, newspapers under Axel 

Springer have the freedom to report on any political happenings in any manner they wish to, potentially 

leading to media bias (Thomaß & Horz, 2024, p. 2). 

Additionally, the way news narratives are written expresses the opinions and principles of media 

outlets and journalists. Which in turn affects how the public interprets the content (Scacco & Muddiman, 

2016, p. 6). The amount to which media coverage affects public perceptions of various issues is still up 

for debate, despite experimental data suggesting that it can do so (Hopkins et al., 2017, p. 5). A study 

conducting a media database analysis found that provocations published by the AfD led to increased 

overall media coverage about the party as well as influenced public awareness of the party (Maurer et al., 

2023, p. 12). Proving how the prevalence of populism in the media leads to increased public awareness 

and perceptions.  
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The media’s ability to draw attention to or away from public issues influences public discourse 

and political interest by determining which issues are addressed or disregarded. Media representations 

establish norms and influence societal perceptions. Inaccurate media portrayals, especially of 

marginalized groups, can reinforce political and social injustices. Research has brought attention to the 

ways in which news and entertainment media frequently exclude or stereotype non-white, non-elite 

groups. These portrayals, connected to historically established racist ideas, support discriminatory 

attitudes and social hierarchies (Fürsich, 2010, p. 2).  

Thus, understanding the influence of media on public perception as well as the complex interplay 

between media representations and societal perceptions requires a detailed analysis of the framing 

strategies employed by media outlets, particularly within the context of political discourse.  

2.4 Research gap    

Various scholars have examined the framing of events in German right-wing media, looking to 

understand the rise and popularity of right-wing influence within politics. However, no comprehensive 

studies have been conducted to analyze how the FFP is represented and interpreted in an online news 

media sphere. This research aims to close this gap and use five conservative, right-wing newspapers as an 

example of German news reporting. This study is significant as it uniquely bridges feminist media studies 

and right-wing extremism, providing new insights on how gender-focused policies are portrayed in 

conservative media. While traditional media framing has been studied extensively, little is known about 

how right-wing online news platforms portray feminist policies. This study offers a recent and relevant 

critique of media practices by conducting a critical discourse analysis of 45 articles published between 

March 2023 and August 2023. The German context, with its strong right-wing media presence, adds a 

unique dimension to the research, by contributing valuable insights into the framing and perception of 

feminist foreign policy in different political cultures. This method, which combines critical discourse 

analysis with media framing, deepens our understanding of political ideologies and media representations. 

Additionally, policymakers and media professionals can benefit from the study’s practical implications, 

which guide initiatives to encourage fair reporting and counteract negative framing. This research adds a 

nuanced understanding of the relationship between media framing, political ideology, and gender.  

The following section will provide the aim and research question for this analysis. Thereafter, a 

theoretical background concerning the role of news media in politics, understanding German media 

ownership, news media effects, as well as right-wing media tactics in shaping public perception. 

Furthermore, the study is conducted through the lenses of the following theories: Framing, 
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Agenda-Setting and Priming theories, Cultivation Theory and Media Bias. After the establishment of the 

theoretical framework, the methodology and content analysis are elaborated, followed by a discussion and 

conclusion.  

2.5 Aim and research question:   

This study aims to examine the representation and interpretation of FFP in news articles 

published by five conservative newspapers in Germany. It is important to study the media's portrayal of 

new feminist foreign policies as the media plays a significant role in shaping the public’s understanding 

and attitudes toward feminist issues in society. Given Germany's far right political landscape, 

understanding the influence of right-wing ideologies on media channels is especially valuable. This 

research contributes to existing literature by highlighting how framing strategies affect public perception 

of feminist issues within a political context. Media outlets can influence information to develop effective 

communication strategies that promote their own agenda, thus making this analysis essential. Therefore, 

the following research question will guide the analysis of newspaper articles: 

  

What are the framing strategies employed by German right-wing news media in the representation and 

interpretation of the Feminist Foreign Policy?  

 
Framing strategies include the selection and emphasis of specific aspects of a story to influence 

public perception. These strategies, which emphasize specific information while minimizing others, have 

the power to influence how audiences interpret information and form opinions. Within the context of the 

FFP, framing might involve questioning the competency of the policy, focusing on perceived failures, or 

portraying feminist initiatives as ideologically driven. This research will investigate how these framing 

techniques are used in German right-wing media to shape the narrative around the FFP. 
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3. Theoretical Background:  

News outlets make many decisions when creating articles for weekly issues. Specific topics are 

highlighted, and events are framed in particular ways. These choices affect consumers. Individuals 

allocate more time on issues emphasized in the news (priming), and they form their opinions about news 

in a way that matches how the news frames specific events (framing) (Druckman & Parkin, 2005, p. 1). 

Therefore, understanding how the media framed the FFP in right-wing newspapers requires a 

comprehensive exploration of existing literature to form a coherent theoretical background. Firstly, this 

section will elaborate on the news media, specifically in politics. Secondly, a closer look is taken at the 

effect news media can have; the concepts of framing, agenda-setting, priming, and cultivation theory will 

be elaborated on. How specific tactics may influence consumer perception and behavior. Thirdly, 

right-wing media bias will be addressed, with the focus on how immigration and gender roles are used to 

shape narratives. Lastly, concluding thoughts from the literature that are relevant for this study are 

formulated.    

3.1 News Media in Politics    

The mutually beneficial relationship between media and politics is essential for understanding 

how right-wing media frames the FFP (Enli, 2017, p. 1). In today's mediatized political landscape, the 

role of news media on public opinion and political decision-making processes cannot be underestimated. 

By examining how political actors depend on the media to build their public image and gain support from 

the public, we can see that right-wing media outlets deliberately create political narratives to influence 

public opinion (Arajuo & Prior, 2021, p. 4). Because online media platforms allow individuals to actively 

participate in political discourse, this dynamic is especially relevant in the context of the FFP (Sánchez 

Medero, 2021, p. 2). Having access to online media platforms allows for an inclusive environment in 

which individuals are free to exchange information. However, this may also create pathways for extremist 

views to prosper. This open communication can lead to right-wing groups being able to strategically 

manipulate language and narratives to amplify radical viewpoints and generate resistance to policies like 

the FFP. The prevalence of media in politics has generated concerns within research regarding how it may 

affect individuals' political beliefs and actions (Hoewe & Peacock, 2020, p. 1). Understanding these 

interactions helps illuminate how right-wing media in Germany shape public perceptions of the FFP 

through echo chambers and selective exposures, reinforcing political polarization (Hoewe & Peacock, 

2020, p. 1).  
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Therefore, an essential component to understanding how right-wing media frame the FFP is how 

politics and media interact. This relationship demonstrates the media’s significant impact on public 

opinion and political decision-making.  

3.2 News Media Effects  

The media holds an influence over their audience through various frames and biases present in 

their stories. The following section will discuss framing, agenda setting, and priming. Paying closer 

attention to how framing strategies may influence consumer perceptions and market dynamics. With the 

media having direct effects on public agenda as well as increasing political attention; framing, agenda 

setting, and priming have gained popularity within communication sciences (Sevenans et al., 2016, p. 3). 

Therefore, these concepts will be further explained in the following sections.  

3.2.1 Framing   

Fundamentally, framing theory believes that media outlets have a specific impact on public 

discourse by presenting, highlighting, and stressing aspects of an issue, in a way that shapes how viewers 

understand news and events. The idea is supported by Ahmed et al (2019) who explores framing in the 

context of news production, describing news framing as a central idea or story line that adds meaning to 

unfolding events. Ahmed et al (2019) emphasizes that media constructs a reality by selecting specific 

aspects of an issue over others, which is often influenced by cultural values or ideologies of the media 

establishment. Therefore, framing theory provides critical insight on how right-wing media outlets present 

and emphasize aspects of the FFP to influence public perception.  

Expanding on this perspective, Güran & Özarslan (2022), offer a new insight into framing 

theories by suggesting that the media was designed to work in controlled tracks, helping government 

actors reproduce endorsed narratives and perceptions to the public. This controlled sharing of information 

raises questions concerning the freedom of media outlets, specifically those with ties to political parties, 

such as right-leaning newspapers in Germany. Seen by Alexander Gouland, a co-founder of the AfD, 

stating that whoever wants to understand the AfD should read the Junge Freiheit (von Nordheim et al., 

2019, p. 6). Insinuating that the newspaper Junge Freiheit reinforces the views perpetuated by the German 

right-wing political party.  

Further, media outlets framing choices extend beyond textual content, strategically choosing 

visuals, language, tone, and narratives, which align with the outlet's ideological stance. For instance, a 

right-wing media frame may highlight certain aspects of the FFP as controversial due to its challenging of 
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traditional gender and family roles (Maurer et al., 2023, p. 2). Brechenmacher (2023), observed that 

political resistance is already being navigated within the foreign policy organization and the broader 

German political spectrum. Debates about Germany’s FFP have led to numerous political pushbacks. 

Specifically conservative politicians frame the “feminist” label as radical, utopian, and naive. Markus 

Söder, head of the right leaning Christian Social Union in Bavaria, has actively told German media 

channels that Annalena Baerbock’s FFP plan is “incomprehensible” (Brechenmacher, 2023, p. 6). It is 

therefore speculated that resistance toward the FFP is likely to further spread within right wing supporting 

groups and smaller political parties.  

Moreover, by elaborating on the idea of message framing as discussed by Phan et al (2023), the 

ways in which framing strategies are highlighted, such as loss-framed messages, can affect and influence 

audience response depending on their pre-existing beliefs. In the context of conservative news media, the 

use of loss-framed messaging can worsen pre existing prejudices and opposition to progressive policies 

such as the FFP. This relationship emphasizes how media framing affects political discourse as well as 

shapes public perception. These indirect media effects as discussed by Chen (2022), can amplify current 

trends, influencing public opinion and political dynamics. This strategic framing highlights the media’s 

role in shaping political discourse and public attitudes toward the FFP, as well as how it contributes to the 

polarization of public opinion on the FFP.  

News outlets are more likely to attract higher levels of readership if they effectively frame their 

content to align with their audiences' preferences. As discussed by Shan et al (2020), specific message 

framing targeted at an audience has a significant impact on consumers' attitudes. By implementing 

specific message framing in news reports, news outlets can negotiate high advertising contracts and 

demand more advertising rates from sponsors. Nonetheless, news outlets that fail to incorporate message 

framing to engage their audiences risk losing market share and revenue streams (Shan et al., 2020, p. 1). 

As seen in current German newspapers such as the Frankfurter Allgemeine, readership levels are low, 

leading to sales decreasing (Hölig, 2023, p. 2). Effective framing strategies enable news outlets to 

monetize their content (Shan et al., 2020, p. 2). For instance, right-wing newspapers often use 

sensationalization and frame news stories in a way that generates emotional responses. By generating 

emotional responses outlets can lure readers in and direct them to their online platforms, increasing 

monetization through digital advertising. Junge Freiheit includes one online advertisement after each 

paragraph in every news article (Junge Freiheit, n.d, p. 1). These framing strategies lead to the 

sustainability of news businesses by engaging readership and increasing advertisements (Ninan et al., 

2022, p. 3).  
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3.2.2 Agenda-Setting & Priming  

The relationship between public perception and the media involves agenda-setting and priming 

effects that shape people’s perceptions of political happenings and influence the salience of issues. 

Agenda-setting theory suggests that a topic's perceived relevance in society is correlated with the quantity 

of attention it receives in the media. As found by Hoewe & Peacock (2020), studies conducted over 50 

years demonstrate the strong correlation between public perceptions of the significance of issues and 

media coverage: this correlation persists in today’s high-choice media environment. By emphasizing the 

FFP in a specific way, right-wing media has the power to shape how the public prioritizes these issues. 

Priming effects further reinforce this phenomenon by activating preexisting cognitive associations that 

support right-wing ideology, influencing how readers interpret the FFP.  

The media is a vital source of information for individuals to understand the world around them. 

Therefore, when it comes to less prominent topics that individuals have less direct experience with, the 

media’s impact is even more noticeable (Moy et al., 2016, p. 3). Feminism is a strongly polarized topic; 

due to the attention it is given by media outlets. Feminism is an ideology that calls for equal rights 

between women and men in terms of political, economic, social, and personal decision making (Mohajan, 

2022, p. 3). While feminism aims to put an end to oppression and gain full gender equality in political 

practices, stereotypes about women and feminism persist (Council of Europe, 20230, p.1). Kenney 

(2003), critically questions the portrayal of feminism in media landscapes, shedding light on the processes 

by which grievances, especially those involving women, become magnified and framed as public issues 

that require social action. The scrutiny and selective magnifying of feminist discourses within media 

channels often leads to disagreement, reinforcing polarization. By controlling the narrative and focusing 

on specific aspects of feminist discourse while downplaying others, the media contributes to persisting 

ideological divisions. The research sets itself apart by exploring how agenda setting theories contain 

elements of political and social psychology, urging others to question how information is presented within 

the media (Kenney, 2003, p. 5). Showing how disproportionate attention to feminist issues by the media 

can reinforce polarization, thus influencing attitudes on gender equality.  

Additionally, priming, a continuation of agenda-setting, emphasizes how media content can 

activate cognitive associations that already exist in people’s minds, thereby affecting how they interpret 

and evaluate subsequent stimuli, such as political information or policies (Moy et al., 2016, p. 5). 

According to Moy et al (2016), research shows that priming effects depend on many variables including 

the repetition and recentness of media content exposure and the information’s significance to people’s 

views and preferences. This is of importance in this study as we want to discover if the FFP stays in the 

news for longer periods of time, leading to increased media exposure of the policy, or if it is briefly 
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introduced and brushed over by other issues. If the FFP stays in the news for longer periods of time, the 

repetition of reporting and framing can shape public perception of the initiatives the FFP proposes.  

For instance, political priming depends on people’s general political attitudes. Priming effects are 

found to be strongest if a prime deeply resonates with the general political preferences of its recipient 

(Moy et al., 2016, p. 5). Lee and Jang (2023) found that while it was hypothesized that conservatives are 

more susceptible to polarized information shared in the media, both liberal and conservative participants 

were equally susceptible to a primed media environment. Showing that priming emphasizes how much 

media coverage can affect people's opinion and perceptions. As the media emphasizes specific topics, 

they become more accessible in individual’s minds, influencing how they assess and make decisions (Van 

Duyn & Collier, 2019, p. 3).  

Overall, the relationship between the media and the formation of public opinion are highlighted 

by agenda-setting and priming effects. By understanding these occurrences, researchers can gain explicit 

knowledge on how the media shapes public opinions.  

 3.3 Right Wing Media Tactics    

Populist parties are becoming increasingly successful in Western democracies. Most notable in 

the AfD’s ascent to the German parliament as the second largest party in terms of votes, the relationship 

between the media and the crafting of political messaging is coming under increasing scrutiny. The media 

often portrays politicians as having unique speech styles and behaviors that create a connection between 

their personal identity and policy. Ultimately impacting their chances of winning elections. Two key 

elements of the techniques used by right-wing extremists are strategic polarization and the exploitation of 

media vulnerabilities. Their goal is to persuade individuals who are undecided, neutral, or indifferent to 

political issues, to support their side to increase their influence and viewership (Köhler & Ebner, 2019, p. 

19). However, comprehending the ways in which these forms of expression and reporting styles are 

represented in the media is a complex and multifaceted issue (Ekström et al., 2018, p. 2). Therefore, this 

section will explore how media bias is used by right-wing media outlets and how cultivation theory can be 

used to further understand the effect of mass media consumption. 

3.3.1 Media Bias  

Media bias, or skewed news coverage can have great influences on public opinion. This 

phenomenon occurs when news productions and journalists show favor and bias in the way issues are 
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being reported on. Media biases can take on many forms; being in favor of a government, in favor of a 

political party, ideologically conservative or liberal, or even in favor of audiences that are valuable to 

advertisers (Puglisi & Snyder, 2015, p. 2). In Germany’s diverse political landscape, media biases persist, 

especially within right-leaning parties such as the AfD (Maurer et al., 2023, p. 1). Media bias is a critical 

factor in understanding the framing of the FFP by right-wing media outlets. As found by Puglisi and 

Snyder (2015), media firms employ reporters who share their ideological views to reach their target 

audience, as consumers tend to trust reporters whose beliefs align with their own. By employing reporters 

who share their ideological views, media firms can align their coverage with their audience’s beliefs, 

influencing public opinion.  

However, the structure of the media market also strongly influences bias; monopolist media 

outlets tend to favor balanced reporting, whereas duopolistic media frequently employ reporters that are 

more extreme in ideology (Stone, 2011, p. 2). While Germany’s media market is not strictly a duopoly, 

there are two dominant companies in the market, Axel Springer, and Bertelsmann (Czepek & Klinger, 

2010, p. 13). While these do not fully hold a duopoly like control over Germany’s media ecosystem, there 

is still competition among media outlets across all forms of entertainment and news platforms. With a mix 

of public broadcasters and private companies, a range of perspectives can be represented in the media 

landscape, allowing for a varying degree of influence and reach (Holtz-Bacha, 1991, p. 2).  

A notable example, highlighting the media bias found under Axel Springer’s publications is the 

consistent one-sided pro-Israel stance. The bias in news reporting is evident in “Die Welt,” a newspaper 

owned by Axel Springer, which published an article explicitly stating, “God bless the IDF” (Israel 

Defense Forces), showing strong support for the Israeli military. Further, Alex Springer’s CEO wrote in 

Politico that the chant “from the river to the sea, Palestine will be free” is a calling for genocide against 

Jews. While the true meaning of this chant calls for Palestinian rights, the CEO described it as a threat to 

Israel, aligning the company and newspaper to a one-sided political stance (Hauenstein, 2024, p. 1). By 

promoting a pro-Israel narrative, Axel Springer influences public perception, generating a specific 

ideological stance which audiences may align with. This example highlights the crucial role media bias 

can play in shaping political discourse and public perception.  

By associating with news elements such as negativity and conflict, populist discourse, which is 

characterized by verbal attacks on political elites and out-groups, naturally increases media visibility 

(Maurer et al., 2023, p. 2). Notably, by testing the boundaries of social acceptability and legality, 

right-wing populist parties take advantage of calculated provocations, such as xenophobic remarks to 

garner media attention and public awareness. Maurer’s et al (2023), analysis clarifies how right-wing 

populist parties purposefully manipulate media provocations and biases to increase their prominence and 

influence public opinion.  
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The concept of deliberate provocations as described by Maurer et al (2023), highlights the 

intentional violation of socially acceptable behavior by right-wing populist parties through statements that 

target minorities or challenge social norms. These provocations are made to provoke reactions from other 

parties and the media, leading to more media exposure and public attention (Maurer et al., 2023, p. 3). 

This calculated tactic draws attention to the complex interactions between populist communication 

techniques and media bias, highlighting their combined influence on shaping public opinion and political 

landscapes.  

3.3.2 Cultivation Theory  

Cultivation theory, first introduced by Gerbner in 1969, provides insightful information on how 

media consumption affects audience attitudes, beliefs, and behaviors (Shrum, 2017, p. 1). This theory 

believes that viewers' perceptions of reality are shaped by the media’s portrayal of the world, and that 

repeated exposure to media channels has this effect. According to this idea, people are more inclined to 

accept the values and beliefs that are shown in the media the more media they consume (Liao, 2023, p. 1). 

Nevertheless, content analysis reveals that the media frequently portrayed a distorted version of reality, 

emphasizing themes of violence linked to specific social groups, such as minorities. Portraying specific 

groups as harmful and violent (Shrum, 2017, p. 2). Cultivation theory therefore provides a framework for 

understanding how audience perceptions of the FFP are shaped by continuous exposure to right-wing 

media content. Right-wing media can create a distorted reality where feminist policies are perceived as 

radical or threatening, by consistently portraying the FFP negatively. 

The dominant stories and themes included in media channels impact audience perceptions, which 

can reflect reality so that viewers' perceptions match what the media portrays. People that regularly 

consume media are especially affected by this phenomenon as they are more prone to internalizing the 

information that the media conveys (Liao, 2023, p. 2). Specifically in the context of analyzing how 

newspapers present the FFP, Santoniccolo et al (2023), found that restrictive gender-based representations 

appear to still be very pervasive in media outlets. Liao’s (2023) research further elaborates on media 

content that is disproportionately positive or negative can strongly affect audiences. Analyzing the content 

and themes emphasized by right-wing newspapers helps assess how they shape audience perceptions of 

the FFP and influence their attitudes toward feminist initiatives.  
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3.4 Shifting the Narrative  

This section explores the ways in which right-wing media outlets shape narratives to align with 

their own agendas. Specifically emphasizing how they approach the FFP. The concepts of national 

identity and political ideology will be explored, as well as how right-wing media use immigration and 

gender roles to create narratives that align with their goals. This will shed light on the complicated 

dynamics at play within right-wing media discourse and how their ideological agenda is used within the 

discourse surrounding the FFP. 

 

3.4.1 National Identity & Political Ideology  

In the context of Germany’s socio-political environment, national identity has a significant impact 

on public opinion and political processes. National identity is produced, reproduced, and transformed 

through language and other symbolic systems (De Cillia et al., 1999, p. 5). It is a story individuals share 

to make sense of the social environment they find themselves in. The notion of national identity is 

entwined with themes of populism and identity politics, shaping both individual beliefs and collective 

behaviors. Distinctive traits such as race, ethnicity, and religion have emerged as central themes in 

identity politics, deviating from traditional political narratives which were centered around class. This 

shift has contributed to the emergence of right-wing populism, which is characterized by discourse against 

immigration, nationalism, and euroscepticism (Noury & Roland, 2020, p. 3).  

German identity is based on language, religion, and shared historical experiences, which give 

people a feeling of connection and belonging (Starkweather, 2020, p. 6). However, current challenges 

including globalization and multiculturalism have sparked discussions over the preservation of German 

heritage and culture. The rapid emergence of the AfD party best shows this phenomenon, as the party 

takes advantage of the concerns about cultural dilution and defends traditional German values 

(Starkweather, 2020, p. 2). Starkweather (2020), provides insight on the factors that motivate support for 

the AfD, specifically in relation to the concerns about the preservation of culture and the alleged threat 

posed by Islamization. Starkweather’s analysis indicates that a considerable proportion of AfD supporters 

are concerned about the loss of German culture. In 2017, 19% of Germans considered this the biggest 

threat to their children in the future. Further, 92% of AfD supporters voiced concerns over the perceived 

strength of Islam’s influence, expressing concerns about their own religious identities. 

Events such as the Hanau terrorist attack in 2020, perpetrated by a right-wing extremist, have 

raised discussions about national identity and social cohesiveness. This incident, which specifically 
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targeted those with immigrant backgrounds, highlighted the conflicts between multiculturalism and 

German identity. Individuals have expressed concerns about the alleged loss of culture and values, 

especially with the increase of asylum seekers in Germany, which has strengthened support for nationalist 

ideas (Starkweather, 2020, p. 6). 

The AfD’s attempts to attract supporters, specifically young men, highlight how this organization 

exploits social and gender issues. Maximilian Krah, member of the AfD posted on the party's social media 

urging young men to join their cause by stating that “We need more men to fight with us for the 

right-wing agenda,” appealing to a young demographic and exploiting issues such as gender to their own 

advantage (Jang, 2024, p. 1). 

Furthermore, Starkweather's (2020) research shows that over 1 million voters gained by the AfD 

in the 2017 elections came from individuals who had previously supported the Christian Democratic 

Union (CDU) in 2013. This severe change in voter loyalty highlights the effectiveness of nationalist 

discourse in generating support. The AfD’s emphasis on cultural preservation and its demand that German 

culture be prioritized as the “predominant culture,” strongly resonates with individuals who believe their 

cultural heritage is in danger. The AfD’s election success in recent years and position as a powerful 

political force in German society are both partly due to the concerns and dissatisfaction with mainstream 

politics (Starkweather, 2020, p. 7). 

Understanding how the FFP is framed by right-wing media in Germany requires an understanding 

of national identity and political ideology. Concerned about globalization and multiculturalism, voters are 

attracted to right-wing populist parties such as the AfD, who leverage themes of national identity and 

cultural preservation (Starkweather, 2020, p. 7). If news articles frame the FFP as a threat to traditional 

German values, these media outlets have the ability to motivate support for nationalist agendas. This 

strategic use of identity politics shows how right-wing media creates narratives to influence public 

opinion. 

3.4.2 Immigration & Gender Roles  

Right-wing political parties, including the AfD, use immigration and gender norms as tools to 

further their agenda and gain support. These parties use societal conflicts and misconceptions about 

cultural preservation to attract new followers. The rhetoric and messaging used by the AfD on 

immigration and gender issues is an important example of this strategy. 

Doerr (2021), found that election campaigns have been used by far-right populist parties in 

Western European countries to construct ethno-nationalist narratives that exclude minorities, specifically 

Muslims. These parties legitimate national belonging that promotes homogeneity and demean minority 
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groups. Moreover, some far-right organizations appropriate LGBTQ+ gender identities and feminism to 

advance their anti-immigration and nationalist agenda. These organizations stigmatize immigrants and 

ethnic minorities by rejecting left-wing identities and appropriating feminist concepts (Doerr, 2021, p. 2). 

Berg (2019) found that issues of women’s rights are strongly linked to the topic of Islam and immigration. 

Creating a racist narrative of violent migrants who may attack “our” German girls. The priming of this 

narrative creates an associated meaning that reinforces stereotypical outlooks of migrants being 

dangerous. A further example is the advertising of the AfD’s parties ideologies repelling Muslim 

influence over German citizens by publishing the following image:

“Burkas?” We like bikinis”

This poster published all throughout Germany strongly alienates Muslim practices and creates a 

comparison of the “oppressed” Muslim woman versus the “free” German women. This advertisement 

pushes the national identity that the AfD is trying to evoke in citizens as it creates a fear that Muslim 

practices are spreading throughout Germany. This racist and sexist narrative provides a strong base for the 

analysis of this paper as it shows the actions taken by German right-wing media to further their own 

agenda. Feminist issues, such as the polarization regarding wearing Burkas, are taken to push an agenda 

of racist and authoritarian demands. As found by the Council of Europe (2023), the goal of feminism is to 

put an end to oppression and gain full gender equality. The AfD presents itself as a savior of German 
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women by repelling Muslim influence within Germany all the while the AfD represents anti-feminist 

positions in parliament, opposing gender studies, same-sex marriages, and equality policies (Berg, 2019, 

p. 82). By shifting the salience of issues in the media agenda from anti-feminist positions in parliament to 

using feminism as an advantage to push anti-immigration laws, the right-wing news media within 

Germany has created a new narrative that benefits the AfD (McCombs, 2002, p. 5). 

Furthermore, feminist scholar Sara Farris describes the way far-right parties use feminist 

discourse to support their anti-immigration narratives as an example of “femonationalist rhetoric” (Farris, 

2017, p. 13). This idea refers to how feminist ideals are appropriated and misrepresented to further the 

aim of stigmatizing Muslim women, immigrants, and ethnic minorities. Within neoliberal capitalist 

economies, feminist discourse creates idealized images of “empowered” white women to contrast with 

racialized depictions of other groups as “oppressed” and inferior (Doerr, 2021, p. 2). As seen in Figure 1 

presented above. The intricate ways in which gender politics are used to support nationalist ideologies are 

highlighted by this integration of feminist discourse with anti-immigrant agendas, highlighting the 

complex relationship between gender, immigration, and right-wing politics. Analyzing how right-wing 

media strategically manipulate public opinion and political discourse surrounding the FFP can be 

achieved by examining how they shift the focus of issues from anti-feminist positions to exploiting 

feminism to advance nationalist goals. 

3.5 Conclusions from the Literature

It has become clear from the extensive literature reviewed that news media is crucial in shaping 

political discourse, influencing public opinion, and creating narratives around critical issues such as 

immigration, gender, and national identity. As found by Arajuo and Prior (2021), political actors rely on 

media platforms to gain public support, highlighting the critical role that media plays in constructing 

political images and narratives. However, as Hoewe and Peacock (2020), point out, this reliance on the 

media contributes to the problems caused by partisan selective procedure, increasing political division and 

hindering constructive discourse by reinforcing preexisting opinions in echo chambers.   

To overcome these challenges, Strömback et al (2020), emphasizes the value of news media 

credibility in promoting informed public discourse, especially amidst growing tendencies to seek 

information that aligns with preexisting beliefs. However, Güran & Özarslan’s (2022) observations on 

media framing highlight how controlled narratives can manipulate public opinion, promoting concerns 

regarding media independence, particularly in media outlets with political ties. Brechenmacher (2023), 

elaborates on the impact of media framing by pointing out how conservative narratives oppose 

progressive ideas such as the Feminist Foreign Policy (FFP) by portraying it as a radical and idealistic 
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change. According to Shan et al (2020), these framing techniques provide news outlets with the ability to 

negotiate advertising contracts and increase revenue - often at the expense of impartial reporting. 

Moreover, as Liao (2023) states, the cultivation theory emphasizes how audience perceptions are shaped 

by media narratives, which can distort reality and reinforce biases. The prevalence of restrictive 

gender-based representations in media coverage, which reinforce prejudices and uphold social norms, is 

further demonstrated by Santoniccolo et al (2023).   

Regarding immigration and national identity, Starkweather (2020) identifies concerns about 

Islamization and cultural preservation as major factors influencing support for right-wing parties like the 

AfD. The significance that the media plays in influencing public opinion toward immigration is further 

highlighted by Doerr’s (2021) research on far-right narratives that create ethno-nationalist identities. The 

discourse surrounding the AfD is especially characterized by the intersection of immigration and gender, 

as demonstrated by McCombs (2002), who draws attention to the ways in which right-wing media utilize 

feminism to support anti-immigration agendas. The Hanau terrorist attack in 2020, as discussed by 

Starkweather (2020), strongly illustrates the tensions surrounding national identity and multiculturalism, 

which have been worsened by far-right discourses.  

In conclusion, critical understanding of the media and ethical journalism are essential given the 

news media’s complex role in forming political narratives, framing public discourse, and influencing 

societal attitudes. This theoretical background exploring news media’s roles and effects provides a solid 

foundation for answering the research question: “What are the framing strategies employed by German 

right-wing news media in the representation and interpretation of the Feminist Foreign Policy?” This 

study aims to provide insight on how these framing strategies contribute to larger discussions about 

immigration, gender, and national identity through critical analysis. This will help understand the 

influence of the media on political narratives and public opinion.  
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4. Methodology  
The purpose of this study is to examine the techniques used by German right-wing news outlets to 

represent and interpret the FFP. This chapter aims to present the research design used for the collection 

and analysis of the sampled data. Firstly, the research design is presented, gaining insight into qualitative 

research methods and why it is the most suitable for this study. Further the data collection, sampling, and 

operationalization of the method will be analyzed. Lastly, the validity and reliability of this research will 

be addressed.   

4.1 Research Design  

 Qualitative research encompasses a wide variety of methods with the goal of understanding and 

interpreting social phenomena (Deniz & Lincoln, 1995, p. 2). It focuses on investigating people's 

experiences, perceptions and meanings within their environments and uses methods such as interviews 

and content analysis to do so. Flick (2013) finds that qualitative research interprets linguistic materials to 

draw conclusions about the implicit and explicit dimensions and patterns of meaning-making in the 

material and what is represented in it. Making the primary goal of qualitative research to produce in-depth 

understanding of social interactions by uncovering underlying meanings, processes, and patterns that may 

go unnoticed by quantitative methods.  

This study aims to research the tools used for news media to represent and interpret the German 

FFP. To discover these tools an in-depth exploration of media discourse must be undertaken, to analyze 

the ways in which language is used to construct and convey specific narratives and ideologies. By 

conducting a critical discourse analysis to investigate the discursive processes that shape public 

perceptions about FFP efforts, the results of this study will offer valuable insights into the complexities of 

conservative media framing tactics. Therefore, qualitative research is the most suitable choice for this 

study as it allows for a comprehensive exploration of media representations and narratives.  

Although quantitative research is valuable, it emphasizes numerical data and statistical analysis, 

which may miss some of the nuanced details present in media discourse. For example, quantitative 

approaches may measure the frequency of specific words and phrases, but they do not capture the depth 

of meaning and context in language that qualitative analysis might uncover. Qualitative research, on the 

other hand, makes it possible to examine the representation of the FFP in a more nuanced way and gain a 

deeper understanding of the ideological frameworks and rhetorical techniques. Qualitative methods such 

as critical discourse analysis are particularly well suited for this research as it allows for the examination 
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of speech and text in the context of larger social, political, and cultural processes. Furthermore, qualitative 

research allows for a deeper engagement with the material, which helps researchers gain a more 

comprehensive grasp on the topic. This method is especially useful for studying media representations as 

it enables an analysis of not just what is said, but how it is said, and the impact this has on audiences.  

4.2 Sampling Strategy     

Purposive sampling will be used to select specific news articles from the five chosen newspapers. 

The chosen newspapers include Die Welt, Bild, Junge Freiheit, Focus, and Cicero. Purposive sampling 

involves the deliberate selection of samples based on specific criteria, relying on the researcher's own 

judgment (BRM, n.d, p. 1). It is an advantageous form of sampling as it accurately matches the sample to 

the research's goals. Thus, enhancing the thoroughness of the investigation and the reliability of the data 

and findings (Campbell et al., 2020, p. 2). By using this method, the researcher can choose articles that 

possess specific qualities important for the exploration of the theoretical framework (Etikan, 2016, p. 2).  

The decision to focus on print media is crucial for many reasons. Even with the rise of digital 

platforms, print media continues to play a vital role in shaping public opinion and political discourse. 

Newspapers such as Die Welt, Bild, Junge Freiheit, Focus, and Cicero are valuable information sources 

for a significant portion of the German population, especially among conservative readers. These 

newspapers not only represent topics such as the FFP, but they also help the public understand it. By 

analyzing print media, this study can dive deeper into the textual choices and editorial decisions that 

define conservative media narratives. These elements may be overlooked or lost in the fast-paced online 

news environment.  

These newspapers selected for this study were chosen due to their large circulation throughout 

Germany as well as their alignment with right-wing conservatism. Die Welt is a conservative national 

daily newspaper with a circulation of around 210,000 copies a day. The newspaper originated in the 

British occupied zone in Hamburg during 1946 but was later taken over by the publisher Alex Springer in 

1953. This paper is classified as bourgeois-conservative (Welt, 2019, p. 1). The Bild is a national tabloid 

and is Germany’s highest circulating magazine. This tabloid is also under the publishing company of Axel 

Springer. Its alignment is center-right, to right wing conservatism. With almost 4 million copies being sold 

every day, the Bild has the highest reach of any German print publication. Bild is known for its personal 

and publicity hungry reports, making it an interesting addition to this study (Bild, 2020, p. 1). Junge 

Freiheit is a German weekly newspaper focusing on politics, foreign affairs, and culture (Junge Freiheit, 

2019, p. 1). It is politically conservative, nationalistic, and right-wing. The newspaper contains opinion 
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columns and commentaries, straying away from traditional factual reporting (von Nordheim, 2019, p. 6). 

Cicero is a conservative national newspaper focusing on politics and culture, circulating 43,800 copies in 

2021. The newspaper focuses on opinion columns and annually publishes a list of the 500 most influential 

intellectuals in Germany. In 2015, the newspaper named Vladimir Putin as the Man of the Year (DBpedia, 

n.d, p. 1). Lastly, Focus is a weekly news magazine with a circulation of 240,330 copies. It is a largely 

circulated newspaper within Germany. It is also a conservative newspaper and has openly stated that it is 

against progressive positioning (Haupt, 2019, p. 2).  

Through purposive sampling, the aim is to identify articles within these newspapers that focus on 

the portrayal and coverage of the FFP. This selection criteria allows for a focused analysis into the framing 

strategies used by German conservative news media. The sampling procedure aligns with uncontrolled 

quota sampling, allowing for flexibility in data collection. Uncontrolled quota sampling was chosen for 

this study as it is most useful when there is a limited time frame to conduct research and this approach 

does not impose restrictions but instead allows for the data to be collected freely, with a specific focus on 

articles that discuss the FFP (Anieting & Mosugu, 2017, p. 2). This approach guarantees the collection of 

the most relevant articles for the study’s objectives by using the researcher's judgment to select samples.  

However, this sampling strategy is not without risks. As the selection process relies strongly on 

the researcher’s subjective judgment, purposeful sampling may introduce bias. This could lead to the 

omission of articles that might be relevant but do not match the initial criteria. Furthermore, concentrating 

only on print media could overlook the growing influence of social media and digital platforms, where 

different discursive practices may appear. To reduce these risks, a thorough selection procedure including 

specific phrase searches and set time frames will help gain a representative and detailed sample of 

conservative media coverage on the FFP.  

4.3 Data Collection      

The aim of the data collection process is to collect a specific number of articles from each 

newspaper chosen for this analysis. This process will be conducted through two online channels. Firstly, 

the archives of the selected newspapers will be found via their respective websites. Secondly, LexisNexis, 

an online archive offering access to a wide range of articles without any access restrictions, will be 

utilized. The articles for Junge Freiheit, Bild, Focus, and Cicero were found on their websites as they were 

accessible for the public without needing a subscription and these newspapers were also not available on 

LexisNexis. The articles for Die Welt were found using LexisNexis. This is due to the articles not being 

openly available on their website and a large sum was required to access the articles. While Die Welt may 
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now seem like an outlier as their articles were found using LexisNexis, the same procedure of using a 

specific search term and time frame was used to collect the articles. A comparison between the articles 

found on LexisNexis and Die Welt’s website was also done to ensure the articles chosen were also 

published on their website. The access to the articles on the website, however, was blocked. 

The search term used to find the articles needed for this analysis was “feministische 

außenpolitik.” This was typed into each search browser of every newspaper chosen and in LexisNexis. As 

the aim of this study is to explore the introduction of the FFP, articles explicitly covering the introduction 

of the FFP were needed for analysis. Using other combinations of keywords would have caused the 

research to broaden and not fully align with the research question. Furthermore, due to the time restraint 

of this thesis a broader aim with different keywords would not have been feasible. The FFP, launched on 

March 1st, 2023, is the focus point of this study. To gain a comprehensive understanding of the media 

discourse surrounding this policy, articles will be gathered over a three-month period spanning from 

March 1st to May 30th. This period was chosen to record immediate reactions to the policy’s introduction 

and to observe its continued popularity or displacement by other emerging topics over time.  

From these search results, nine articles per newspaper will be chosen for analysis. The original 

plan was to choose an evenly distributed number of articles per month, but this was not possible. The 

number of articles published about the FFP varied among the chosen newspapers. Junge Freiheit, Focus, 

and Cicero had many articles available in the chosen time frame, allowing me to analyze the first 9 

articles available. However, Die Welt and BILD did not have enough articles available in the chosen 

three-month period. Therefore, I had to choose the next available articles. For Die Welt, 8 articles were 

found within the three-month period, the 9th article was published in August of 2023. For Bild, 5 articles 

were found within the three-month period, the other 4 articles were published in June and July of 2023. I 

believe this data collection will not influence the results; rather, it shows that the FFP stayed in the news 

for a long time, proving its prevalence and importance. 

By finding 9 articles per newspaper, the sample size of this analysis is 45 articles. The table below 

shows the exact dates each article was published.

The selected articles will be analyzed by hand to conduct a critical discourse analysis, following 

the steps introduced by Huckin. Allowing for an in-depth examination and interpretation of the framing 

strategies employed by German right-wing news media in their interpretation of the FFP.  

4.4 Data Analysis - Critical Discourse Analysis    

4.4.1 CDA Framework 

Critical Discourse Analysis (CDA) aims to provide a deeper understanding of social issues by 

taking an ethical stance and using a context sensitive approach (Huckin, 1997, p. 87). It can be 

characterized as an approach toward textual analysis rather than a step-by-step method (Huckin, 1997, p. 

87). CDA researchers choose texts that potentially have a significant impact on society, as it aims to 

uncover how language can shape power dynamics and social realities (Huckin, 1997, p. 88).  
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To analyze the discourse of the FFP in right-wing newspapers, CDA has been deemed the most 

appropriate method. The aim is to understand the power dynamics that language exerts in society, 

providing a better understanding of the intersections between meaning making and wider societal 

structures (Lupton, 1992, p. 3). Discourse analysis and content analysis are fundamentally different in that 

the former is primarily concerned with validity, while the latter is concerned with replicability and 

reliability (Lenz, 2019, p. 7). This indicates that, despite their similarities, the two approaches yield 

distinct outcomes. Discourse analysis allows the researcher to comprehend the underlying structures that 

create patterns in texts while content analysis can identify them (Lenz, 2019, p. 7). Moreover, while 

content analysis typically does not view irregularities and absences as crucial, discourse analysis treats 

them as evidence. For this reason, the newspaper articles in this study are not analyzed using a strict 

coding scheme. Rather, basic indicators will be developed to categorize newspapers. Therefore, critical 

discourse analysis allows for an in-depth understanding of how right-wing media outlets frame and 

interpret the FFP, highlighting the broader socio-political implications of their texts.  

4.4.2 Levels of Analysis in CDA 

CDA integrates three distinct levels of analysis: the text itself, the discursive practices such as 

writing, speaking, and reading, that produce and interpret the text, and the broader social context that is 

relevant to the text (Huckin, 1997, p. 88). In doing so, CDA seeks to demonstrate the connections between 

these levels. Through a focus on language and other elements of discursive processes, CDA analysis tries 

to shed light on how dominant forces within a society create realities that serve their own interests. 

According to Van Dijk (2015), CDA is a movement or perspective within multidisciplinary discourse 

studies that focuses on the resistance against power abuse, including racism, sexism, and other forms of 

social inequalities, as well as the resistance against such domination.  

4.4.3 Operationalization 

The framework introduced by Fairclough (1992), and further established by Huckin (1997) will 

be used. Huckin (1997) proposes two stages. First, the researcher takes the position of a typical reader 

trying to understand the text uncritically, to gain a general understanding of the text and to become 

familiar with it. The second step requires a more in-depth analysis of the text’s composition, meaning, and 

wider socio-political scope. This will be done by re-reading the text at various levels, going from large 

text-level features to smaller word-level ones. 
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The text as a whole

CDA begins with a thorough analysis of the genre, framing, presuppositions, and the concepts of 

foregrounding and backgrounding. Understanding the text’s genre is essential for determining its purpose. 

Whether it is to inform as in news reports or persuade as in an opinion piece. Articles will be categorized 

according to their primary purpose. Establishing the text’s framing involves identifying discursive and 

visual elements, such as metaphors, to understand how right-wing newspapers may portray the FFP in the 

context of a larger conservative agenda. By analyzing presuppositions, the study aims to uncover biases 

and underlying assumptions that shape the reader's understanding. Foregrounding and backgrounding will 

be measured by identifying which concepts are emphasized or de-emphasized, including any omissions, 

to understand the selective presentation of information.  

 
Reading sentence by sentence  

A detailed analysis will be conducted to uncover deeper layers of meaning. This step reveals 

patterns and strategies used by the writer to convey information and maintain power dynamics, aligning 

with the study’s aim of understanding the framing within conservative media. This includes topicalization, 

to see how specific issues are highlighted as the subject of sentences. Presuppositions within sentences 

will be analyzed to expose subtle manipulations that influence the reader’s understanding. Insinuations, or 

suggestive remarks with hidden connotations, will be identified and analyzed for their impact on reader 

perception. The representation of actions within sentences will be examined to understand how power 

dynamics are established and maintained, specifically through active or passive voice and agent-deletion.  

 
Words and phrases 

The last step of CDA involves analyzing individual words and phrases, uncovering connotations, 

metaphors, or other figures of speech, creating more depth to the text. This specified analysis is key for 

understanding the linguistic strategies employed by right-wing newspapers in the framing of the FFP.  

The text's register, including its level of formality and complexity, will be discussed to understand how 

language is used to create a sense of authority or trust. Modality, or the extent of certainty and authority in 

the language will be analyzed through verbs and phrases that express different degrees of conviction or 

doubt. This will uncover how writers insert their opinions into the discourse.  

This operationalization involves a strategic analysis of texts to measure how right-wing 

newspapers frame and interpret the FFP. By focusing on genre, framing, presuppositions, foregrounding, 

backgrounding, structure of sentences, and linguistic choices, the study aims to identify and uncover 

rhetorical strategies used to shape public perception and political discourse.  
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4.5 Validity and reliability   

The reliability and validity of a study is significant. Patton (2001), as cited in Golafshani (2003), 

states that reliability and validity are factors which researchers should be concerned about in a qualitative 

study, while designing, analyzing, and judging the quality of the study. Golafshani (2003) finds that 

reliability in qualitative research is known as “dependability”, which is closely related to the 

understanding of “reliability” in quantitative research. Reliability implies that if the study is to be 

recreated, the results would be identical. Moreover, validity refers to how accurately the study's results 

show the phenomenon being investigated. Golafshani (2003) explores how validity can be strongly 

affected by the researcher's perception of validity in the study. This can be different for everyone 

therefore, many researchers have developed their own concepts of validity, including appropriate concepts 

such as quality, trustworthiness, and rigor. The trustworthiness of a study regards the level of trust in the 

data collected, the process of analysis, and the methodologies chosen to ensure quality of the research.  

To ensure validity and reliability, several key strategies are used. Purposive sampling, which 

guarantees coverage across many ideological spectrums within conservative media outlets, allows for this 

research to establish credibility of the data. This study encompasses critical discourse analysis (CDA) 

which analyzes the power dynamics present in language and discourse by following accepted theories and 

practices. This study will follow the guidelines proposed by Huckin (1997); therefore, the research 

process is made more credible by maintaining transparency and reflexivity through detailed 

documentation of the methodological processes and reflexive practices.  

Validity and reliability are high in CDA by carefully interpreting language, engaging with texts 

critically, and maintaining transparency throughout the analysis process. However, it must be addressed 

that I as a solo coder cannot fully guarantee that the data will be interpreted reliably. I may oversee certain 

aspects of a text or disregard pieces of information that others may find valuable. Furthermore, as a native 

German speaker I understand the articles very well however, it may prove difficult to successfully 

translate the articles into English as certain phrases or connotations may be lost in translation. 

Nonetheless, maintaining consistency through engagement with the articles is important for achieving 

reliability. This includes closely examining linguistic components, discourse structures, and use of 

rhetoric. Furthermore, the credibility of the research findings is increased by transparency in the analytical 

process, which includes openness to different interpretations, reflexivity as a researcher, and clear 

documentations of the findings. Additionally, validity is determined by closely examining the nuances of 

language used in the chosen newspaper articles, understanding the context of which the article is written 

in, and understanding the underlying power structures and ideological influences which may occur. 

Taking these steps throughout the analysis will help this study to stay objective and guarantee the 

reliability of its findings.  
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5. Findings & Discussion 

The aim of this study is to answer the research question: “What are the framing strategies 

employed by German right-wing news media in the representation and interpretation of Feminist Foreign 

Policy?” The results of the critical discourse analysis can be grouped in terms of recurrence of discourses. 

The most common discourses used to represent and interpret the FFP are: Criticizing Annalena Baerbock, 

the propaganda of the Greens Party, FFP misinformation, connecting the FFP to humanitarian crises, 

immigration discourse, and lastly, support shown toward the FFP. An overall theme that was most 

common throughout all articles is the notion of national identity. Throughout the section below, national 

identity is intertwined in the findings presented. 

It was found that the degree of right-wing influence and conservatism varied per newspaper. 

Junge Freiheit, Cicero, and Focus were found to be more extreme and critical in their reporting of the FFP 

whereas, Die Welt, and Bild presented relatively open and balanced reporting of the FFP. Furthermore, 23 

out of 45 articles were published in March of 2023. Approximately half of all articles analyzed were 

published in the first month of the introduction of the FFP in parliament. Showing that it was a strong 

newsworthy event which was reported on plentiful. The other 22 articles were more spread out over a 4 

month period. Showing that the FFP stayed in the news for months after the introduction however, the 

initial reactions in March were stronger and more frequent. Another preliminary discovery is that 30 out 

of 45 articles were written by male journalists. All articles from the newspaper Junge Freiheit were 

written by male journalists and Cicero had one article written by a female journalist. It was found that the 

articles written by male journalists were more biased in their reporting on the implementation of the FFP 

in German parliament, in terms of tone, language, and sensationalization than compared to the female 

journalists. The results will be presented below.

5.1 Criticizing Annalena Baerbock 

The analysis of the articles highlighted a strong lack of balanced reporting when it came to 

Annalena Baerbock and the FFP. The focus lies on criticizing Baerbock’s political achievements, personal 

life, and social interactions, in a manner that openly questions her competence as foreign minister of 

Germany. This repeated scrutiny creates an impression of incompetence, generating worry and fear 

among readers, aligning with the concept of media priming (Van Duyn & Collier, 2019, p. 3). For 

instance, Cicero’s descriptions of her alleged past misconduct, such as plagiarism insinuate incompetence 

in her practices: "Ein geschönter Lebenslauf, ein sich beim geistigen Eigentum andere bedienendes Buch 
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über ihre politische Weltsicht und zu spät deklarierte Nebeneinkünfte hatten sie und mir ihr die Partei und 

der Wählergunst abstürzen lassen" (Cicero, Article 3, p. 4) encapsulates this scrutiny. 

"An embellished CV, a book about her political worldview that made use of the intellectual property of 

others and fringe benefits that were declared too late caused her and her party and voter favorability to 

plummet" (Cicero, Article 3, p. 4).

This narrative is further reinforced by articles that specifically highlight Baerbock’s perceived 

mistakes while omitting her achievements. As discussed by Maurer et al (2023), this is a common practice 

in media outlets, to strategically choose narratives that align with the outlets' ideological stance. As seen 

in Focus, a negative tone is employed portraying Baerbock and the Greens party as ineffective: “Leider ist 

es aber so, dass nahezu die gesamte Medienlandschaft auf den grünen Propaganda kurz setzt,” and “Diese 

Frau wird zu recht im Ausland nicht ernst genommen,” and “Frau Baerbock eine Katastrophe für 

Deutschland” (Focus, Article 6, p. 1).

"Unfortunately, however, almost the entire media landscape relies on the green propaganda,"  "This 

woman is rightly not taken seriously abroad," and "Ms. Baerbock is a disaster for Germany" (Focus, 

Article 6, p. 1).

Junge Freiheit adds a tone of mockery, portraying Baerbock as an embarrassment to Germany 

with statements such as, “Sie blamiert das Land auf internationaler Bühne," "Macht deutsche 

Außenpolitik aber zum Gespött der Nationen," and "Baerbocks Patzer machen Deutschland zur 

außenpolitischen Lachnummer" (Junge Freiheit, Article 2, p. 1).

“She embarrasses the country on the international stage," "makes German foreign policy the laughing 

stock of the nations," and "Baerbock's blunders turn Germany into a foreign policy laughing stock" 

(Junge Freiheit, Article 2, p. 1).

By framing Baerbock’s introduction of the FFP as destructive for Germany's image, these 

newspapers create a narrative that the policy is a threat. Reinforcing what Brechenmacher (2023) stated 

regarding the resistance that the policy is facing due to right-wing politicians calling it radical and 

incomprehensible. A continuous theme of national identity is incorporated by stating that, “Ms. Baerbock 

is a disaster for Germany" (Focus, Article 6, p. 1). Evoking negative reactions from readers who may be 

susceptible to such skewed reporting. Reader feedback is highlighted to emphasize skepticism towards 
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Baerbock and her policy. As seen in Focus: “Diese Frau wird zu recht im Ausland nicht ernst genommen” 

(Focus, Article 6, p. 1).

"This woman is rightly not taken seriously abroad" (Focus, Article 6, p. 1).

Cicero’s coverage continues with the critique by including an interview with a public figure who 

openly criticizes Baerbock, reinforcing a negative perception among readers. The collaboration with 

public figures who dislike Baerbock serve to amplify the critical narrative against her and the FFP: 

“Richard David Prechts Kritik an Annalena Baerbock hat nichts damit zu tun, dass sie eine Frau ist, 

sondern damit, dass sie mit ihrer konfrontativen Außenpolitik Deutschland mehr schadet als nutzt” 

(Cicero, Article 8, p. 1).

"Richard David Precht's criticism of Annalena Baerbock has nothing to do with the fact that she is a 

woman, but with the fact that her confrontational foreign policy does Germany more harm than good" 

(Cicero, Article 8, p. 1).

Strategic language is used to continue the critique towards Baerbock and the FFP rather than 

expanding on the ways the FFP may be a positive change for Germany. This aligns with tactics of 

agenda-setting, where journalists prioritize certain viewpoints over others, thus shaping public perception 

(Moy et al., 2016, p. 5). The framing continues in quotes that ridicule the FFP’s efforts, such as Junge 

Freiheits: “Beispiel für FFP: Klohäuschen in Nigeria” (JF, Article 4, p. 1). 

"Example of FFP: outhouses in Nigeria" (JF, Article 4, p. 1). 

“Klohäuschen,” refers to a cuter version of an outhouse, used in German language when speaking 

to a child. This change in language when presenting the FFP insinuates that it is childish and not to be 

taken seriously. By also not further expanding on the initiatives of the FFP, readers are left thinking that 

the aim of the FFP is to build toilets. Cicero builds on this example, further reducing the FFP: "Bizarre 

Toiletten-Tipps für Afrikanische Dörfer.” (Cicero, Article 2, p. 2). Reinforcing a dismissive view. 

"bizarre toilet tips for African villages." (Cicero, Article 2, p. 2)

These deliberate provocations as discussed by Maurer et al (2023), highlight the intentional 

misconceptions conservative newspapers are spreading to create a narrative that fits their agenda.  
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Additionally, these articles undermine Baerbock’s professional capabilities through personal critiques. Die 

Welt diverges to questions about her preference for flowers, attempting to diminish her professional 

capabilities as a political leader: 

“WELT: Frau Ministerin, mögen Sie keine Blumen?" Oder warum lassen Sie bei internationalen 

Besuchen ausrichten, dass Sie nicht mit einem Blumenstrauß begrüßt werden wollen?

Annalena Baerbock: Ich bekomme grundsätzlich sehr gerne Blumen geschenkt, insbesondere zu meinem 

Geburtstag. Wenn ich allerdings auf einem Flughafen gerade aus einer Regierungsmaschine aussteige 

oder an einer Kupfermine stehe, sind große Blumensträuße eher unpraktisch. Und der unbedarfte 

Zuschauer würde vielleicht nicht darauf wetten, dass die Frau mit den Blumen die Außenministerin der 

Bundesrepublik Deutschland ist, weswegen man Männern auch selten an Regierungsfliegern oder 

Kupfergruben Blumensträuße in die Hand drückt” (Die Welt, Article 5, p. 1).

"WELT: Ms. Minister, don't you like flowers? Or why do you make it known during international visits 

that you don't want to be greeted with a bouquet of flowers?

Annalena Baerbock: I generally like receiving flowers, especially on my birthday. However, when I'm 

getting off a government plane at an airport or standing at a copper mine, large bouquets of flowers are 

rather impractical. And the inexperienced viewer would perhaps not bet on the fact that the woman with 

the flowers is the Foreign Minister of the Federal Republic of Germany, which is why men are rarely 

given bouquets of flowers at government planes or copper mines" (Die Welt, Article 5, p. 1).

While Baerbocks response maintains professionalism, this example shows the attempts of 

trivialization by the media. Priming in these articles consists of repeatedly mentioning Baerbock’s alleged 

failures and mistakes, conditioning readers to associate Baerbock with her incompetence. Cicero 

continuously references her “erratische Amtsführung einer ahnungslosen Ministerin” (Cicero, Article 8, p. 

1).

"erratic management by a clueless minister" (Cicero, Article 8, p. 1).
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And further insinuates that her becoming the German Foreign Minister was an accident, not based 

on skill: “Es sei ein 'Unfall', dass diese Frau Außenministerin geworden ist. Unter normalen Bedingungen 

hatte es im Auswärtigen Amt "nicht einmal ein Praktikum gekriegt" (Cicero, Article 8, p. 1).

"It was an 'accident' that this woman became foreign minister. Under normal conditions, she 'wouldn't 

even get an internship' at the Foreign Office" (Cicero, Article 8, p. 1).

This continuous repetitive negative portrayal primes readers to view Baerbock’s actions and 

policies with doubt and skepticism. Furthermore, the agenda-setting in the articles focuses mainly on 

Baerbock’s supposed incompetencies and failures of the FFP. These newspapers create a negative agenda 

by prioritizing stories that highlight her errors and mock her initiatives, which distorts the public's 

perceptions of Baerbock and her policies. As discussed by Moy et al (2016), when it comes to less 

prominent topics that individuals have less experience with, such as the newly introduced FFP, the 

media’s impact is even more noticeable. The continuous focus on critical opinions reinforces this agenda, 

making it one of the main narratives in the media coverage of the FFP. As seen in Cicero, which compares 

Baerbock unfavorably to Chancellor Olaf Scholz: “Erratische Amtsführung einer ahnungslosen Ministerin 

ging ein ganzes Jahr verloren” while praising Scholz: “Aber der Kanzler selbst tut einiges dafür, die 

Erwartungen, die er geweckt hat, zu erfüllen. Scholz macht deutsche "Realpolitik" (Cicero, Article 1, pp. 

1-2).

"A whole year was lost due to the erratic performance of an oblivious minister" while praising Scholz: 

"But the chancellor himself is doing a lot to fulfill the expectations he has raised. Scholz makes German 

realpolitik" (Cicero, Article 1, pp. 1-2).

Again introducing the theme of national identity and reinforcing the notion that Baerbock is not 

the right fit to represent the German nation. Leading to questions in readers whether the FFP is a good 

thing for Germany. The articles above represent the FFP in a negative and mocking manner, without 

providing further context or comprehensive understanding of its aims. The focus is on underplaying its 

initiatives and associating them with Baerbock’s supposed incompetence. Junge Freiheit’s mockery of the 

Nigerian toilet example reduces the FFP to oversimplified actions and ignores the larger objectives of 

advancing women’s and marginalized groups' rights in foreign policy. This portrayal distorts public 

perception of the FFP by portraying it as a foolish and ineffective program rather than a legitimate 

diplomatic initiative. Cicero insinuates that Baerbock created the FFP for her own gain: “Frau Baerbock 
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nutzt das Projekt feministische Außenpolitik, um ihrem öffentlichen Bild neber der harten Unterstützung 

der Ukraine eine weitere Facette hinzuzufügen” (Cicero, Article 5, p. 3)

"Ms. Baerbock is using the feminist foreign policy project to add another facet to her public image in 

addition to her tough support for Ukraine" (Cicero, Article 5, p. 3)

There is a strong bias against Baerbock and the FFP as a result of the combined effects of 

agenda-setting, negative framing, analytical criticism, and priming. Through the constant focus on the 

negative and downplaying any positive achievements, the articles shape public perception to view 

Baerbock as an incompetent leader. This slanted representation has the potential to sway readers' beliefs 

and attitudes, strengthening unfavorable preconceptions and undermining Baerbock’s credibility as a 

politician.

5.2 The Propaganda of the Greens Party

A recurring theme in the analyzed articles is the portrayal of the FFP as a propaganda technique 

or an attempt to spread the Greens party ideology, implying that German citizens should be careful. This 

narrative uses Baerbock’s association with the Greens and the FFP to amplify criticism against both. By 

framing the FFP as a tool to spread the Greens ideology, these articles create a broader negative discourse 

including Baerbock and the FFP, suggesting strategic media framing and agenda-setting. Articles 

emphasize supposed recent failures of numerous Green party politicians, questioning the party’s overall 

leadership capabilities. For example, Focus states: “Bei den Grünen wollen gerade viele hoch hinaus - und 

scheitern dabei grandios” (Focus, Article 3, p. 1). The same article further claims, “Die Grünen sind 

ziemlich brutal aus ihrem Träumen von einem Durchmarsch auf allen Ebenen gerissen worden” and “Der 

Grüne Glanz ist verblasst” (Focus, Article 3, p. 2).

"Many in the Green Party are aiming high - and failing spectacularly" (Focus, Article 3, p. 1)

"The Greens have been quite brutally torn from their dreams of a breakthrough at all levels" and "The 

Green shine has faded" (Focus, Article 3, p. 2).

These stories suggest skepticism about the party's general leadership qualities by emphasizing 

individual failures and by extension, instills doubt in Baerbock’s capabilities to represent Germany 

through the FFP. These loss-framed messages can influence audience response due to their already

pre-existing polarization toward leftist parties (Phan et al., 2023, p. 3). Moreover, articles such as those 

from Junge Freiheit and Focus suggest that the FFP is not about diplomatic strategy but rather about 

spreading the Greens ideological agenda. Junge Freiheit describes the FFP as “ein propagandistisches 

Manöver” (Junge Freiheit, Article 1, p. 1) and claims it is “vor allem ideologie getrieben”. While Focus 

states: “Leider ist es aber so, dass nahezu die gesamte Medienlandschaft auf den grünen Propaganda-Kurs 

setzt” (Focus, Article 6, p. 1).

"a propagandistic maneuver" (Junge Freiheit, article 1, p. 1)

"above all ideology-driven" (Junge Freiheit, article 1, p. 1)

"Unfortunately, however, almost the entire media landscape is backing the green propaganda course" 

(Focus, Article 6, p. 1)

Junge Freiheit further warns that the FFP will transform the Foreign Office into an institution of 

Green ideology: “Mit ihr soll das Auswärtige Amt dauerhaft zur Institution einer grünen Ideologie 

werden” and “Propagandistisches Manöver, das vor eigenen Konzeptionslosigkeit ablenken soll” (Junge 

Freiheit, article 5, p. 1). 

"It is intended to turn the Federal Foreign Office into a permanent institution of a green ideology" 

 "Propagandistic maneuver to divert attention from its own lack of concept" (Junge Freiheit, article 5, p. 

1). 

This consistent framing primes readers to view the FFP with skepticism and reinforces the use of 

priming in right-wing media as the repeated emphasis on the FFP being a propaganda maneuver 

influences audiences' perceptions (Moy et al., 2016, p. 5). Furthermore, several articles portray the Greens 

and their policies as out of touch with reality. For example, Die Welt calls Baerbock “A green Alice in 

Wonderland,” insinuating that she is living in a fantasy world and detached from politics. The article 

continues to follow this narrative by stating, "Es gehöre sich für eine Frau einfach nicht, derart 

unverblümt nach der Macht zu greifen, wie Annalena Baerbock das tat” (Die Welt, Article 4, p. 1).

"It is simply not appropriate for a woman to reach for power as bluntly as Annalena Baerbock did" (Die 

Welt, Article 4, p. 1).

Not only does this create a narrative as though Baerbock and the Greens party are out of touch 

with reality, therefore, questioning their competence in parliament, but stating that it is not appropriate for 

a woman to reach for power is sexist. Saying that Baerbock took power so bluntly insinuates that she is 

power hungry and creates a negative perception of her as a politician.

Cicero continues with the theme of framing the Greens party as incompetent by referring to their 

policies as “brechstange-politik,” or crowbar policies, implying they are destructive. Further stating that: 

“Das größte Problem für Scholz und die SPD ist die Radikalität der Grünen,” and calls their politics 

radical (Cicero, Article 2, p. 2).

"The biggest problem for Scholz and the SPD is the radicalism of the Greens," (Cicero, Article 2, 

p. 2).

The Greens party and the FFP are framed as radical, ideologically motivated, and incompetent. 

They portray the FFP as a tool for spreading the Green leftist agenda, claiming it poses a threat to 

Germany’s traditional values and international reputation. Seen in the description of the FFP in Junge 

Freiheit, “vor allem ideologie getrieben,” "driven primarily by ideology," implying that the policy is not 

based on real initiatives but rather on ideology to reshape Germany according to Green principles. Calling 

the FFP a “propagandistisches Manöver,” “propagandistic maneuver," reinforces the claim that the FFP is 

a tactic to implement Greens ideology (Junge Freiheit, Article 5, p. 1). This continuous repetition strongly 

resonates with the theme of national identity. As discussed by De Cillia et al (1999), national identity is 

produced through language, right-wing newspapers are creating narratives to further their agenda. 

Newspapers create fear and panic that traditional German diplomatic ways are disappearing.

The repeated focus on the supposed failures of Green politicians and the portrayal of the FFP as 

being a propaganda maneuver primes readers to view the Greens party and their policies with skepticism 

(Van Duyn & Collier, 2019, p. 3). This further sets the agenda for public discourse, focusing the attention 

on the negative and questioning the legitimacy of the FFP, therefore, shaping how the FFP is understood 

and discussed. Similar as in the previous section, the continuous negative framing, priming, and agenda 

setting generates a biased perception of the Greens party and the FFP. Causing the public to perceive them 

as threats to the stability and reputation of Germany. 

5.3 FFP misinformation

Another significant theme found in the articles analyzed is the skewed presentation of the FFP as 

being solely for women, creating misconceptions about the policy’s true aims. This narrative seems to be 
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a deliberate attempt by journalists to obscure the broader goals of the FFP, by appealing to conservative 

readers who may be less receptive to policies that prioritize women’s rights. 

For example, Focus critiques the FFP’s alignment with national interests, noting that the term 

“feminist foreign policy” is "irreführend" (misleading) (Focus, Article 1, p. 2). The article continues by 

stating, “Wenn die Leute jetzt von ‘feministischer Außenpolitik’ und von ‘feministischer 

Entwicklungspolitik’ hören, werden viele wohl denken: ‘Auch das noch’” (Focus, Article 1, p. 2), 

"When people now hear about 'feminist foreign policy' and 'feminist development policy', many will 

probably think: 'Not that too'" (Focus, Article 1, p. 2).

Insinuating a dismissive and skeptical attitude towards the FFP, this framing suggests that the FFP 

is not for broader national priorities and introduces a dismissive attitude among readers. This dismissive 

tone can prime readers to view the FFP as unnecessary rather than a progressive initiative. Junge Freiheit 

highlights how Germany is overly preoccupied with feminism and neglects other urgent issues. The 

article states, “Deutschlands bekanntlich andere Prioritäten” (Germany is known to have other priorities) 

(JF, article 1, p. 1). Undermining the importance of a feminist outlook in governmental practices. The title 

“between toilet and quota” (Junge Freiheit, Article 2, p. 1), uses a mocking tone to ridicule the FFP, 

reducing it to insignificant issues. Maurer et al (2023), finds that right-wing media purposefully 

manipulate media provocations to increase their prominence and influence public opinion. This targeted 

narrative presents the FFP as an unnecessary policy, influencing readers and their perceptions. 

Die Welt continues with this theme by sarcastically referring to the FFP as a “Zeitenwende im 

Herrenclub der Botschafter,” (Turning point in the gentlemen's club of ambassadors), while questioning 

whether gay ambassadors are allowed to bring their partners, as it would increase the male quota, “ob 

Schwule Botschafter trotzdem noch ihren Partner mitbringen dürfen?” (Die Welt, Article 7, p. 2).

"whether gay ambassadors will still be allowed to bring their partners?" (Die Welt, article 7, p. 2)

This sarcastic framing demeans the inclusivity objectives of the FFP and creates a narrative that 

the policy should not be taken seriously. Cicero openly mocks the FFP, stating: “Das gilt auch für die 

Leitlinien einer FFP, die Baerbock im März vorstellte. Nüchtern betrachtet, war die Sache den Hype nicht 

wert” (Cicero, Article 3, p. 4).

"This also applies to the guidelines for an FFP that Baerbock presented in March. Viewed soberly, it was 

not worth the hype" (Cicero, Article 3, p. 4).
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Further referring to the policy’s gender focus as “verbales Gedöns” (verbal nonsense) and 

undermining the FFP by suggesting that its priorities are not appropriate and that the term “feminism,” 

leads to misunderstandings: “Der Begriff ‘Feminismus,’ der die Forderung von Mädchen und Frauen 

suggeriert, ist hier jedoch nicht angemessen und führt zu Missverständnissen” (Cicero, Article 4, p. 1).

"The term 'feminism', which suggests the furthering of girls and women, is not appropriate here and leads 

to misunderstandings" (Cicero, Article 4, p. 1).

This language primes readers to view the FFP as misaligned with real policy needs. Furthermore, 

the negative framing of the FFP is reinforced through sarcastic and mocking titles such as: “Mit 

Gendersensibilität die Welt retten” (Saving the world with gender sensitivity) (Cicero, Article 5, p. 1), 

which reduces the policy to a ideological endeavor. The focus on the term “feminism” and the mocking of 

initiatives distorts the perception of the FFP. Terms such as “verbales Gedöns” (verbal nonsense) and 

“irreführend” (misleading), imply that the FFP is superficial and serves as a diversion from more 

important issues. 

In a contradictory manner, Cicero questions the absence of feminist policies when addressing 

religious freedom, specifically the protection of women from violence, showing a selective critique that 

suits the newspaper’s objectives: “Wo bleibt hier die ‘feministische Außenpolitik’?” (Where is the 

'feminist foreign policy' here?) (Cicero, Article 6, p. 1). This contradiction highlights the manipulative 

framing used to cast doubt and spread misinformation on the policies true aims. 

Readers are primed to view the FFP with skepticism and dismissal due to its frequent presentation 

as insignificant and ideologically oriented. Conservative readers who may already be inclined to be 

skeptical of feminist policies are especially susceptible to this priming effect (Van Duyn & Collier, 2019, 

p. 3). These newspapers set the public agenda to focus on the negative characteristics of the FFP by 

highlighting its alleged triviality and ideological orientation. Discussions concerning the FFP are 

presented in a frame of skepticism and ridicule. This agenda-setting role directs public discourse to view 

the FFP not as a professional policy but as an example of wrong priorities. The negative framing, priming, 

and agenda-setting created a biased perception of the FFP, leading to readers viewing it as unimportant. 

By specifically focusing on the term “feminism” and mocking specific examples, the articles create a 

narrative that the FFP is not a necessary policy. These biases can influence public opinion, specifically 

among conservative readers, leading to distrust towards the FFP. 
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5.4 Connection to humanitarian crises

The analysis shows a strong connection between the FFP and current global issues, with various 

articles critiquing the policy’s engagement with humanitarian crises and political conflicts. This critique 

frames the FFP as failing to meet its objectives. For instance, Bild’s article on Uganda’s anti-LGBTQ+ 

laws connects the FFP to the urgent humanitarian situation in Uganda. The articles claims that the 

German government, under the FFP, is not taking action, thereby framing the FFP as failing to fulfill its 

promises. Openly calling out the German government suggests that the FFP is ineffective, creating 

distrust among readers toward the German government, as it is portrayed as neglecting its humanitarian 

commitments. 

Similarly, another Bild article connects the FFP to the situation in Iran, featuring an Iranian 

activist expressing disappointment as Foreign Minister Annalena Baerbock has not responded to her 

requests for a meeting. This narrative frames Baerbock negatively, suggesting she is ignoring critical 

issues despite promoting the FFP. The article quotes the activist’s frustration: “Ihre Enttäuschung richtet 

sich auch an das Auswärtige Amt und Außenministerin Annalena Baerbock (Grüne, 42). Seit Monaten 

versucht sie, Baerbock zu treffen und ihr die interne Situation im Iran darzustellen” (Bild, Article 6, p. 2).

"Her disappointment is also directed at the Federal Foreign Office and Foreign Minister Annalena 

Baerbock (Greens, 42). She has been trying for months to meet Baerbock and explain the internal 

situation in Iran to her" (Bild, Article 6, p. 2).

This portrayal evokes strong emotions in readers by emphasizing the harsh conditions women 

face in Iran and framing the FFP as ineffective. Priming readers to distrust the policy and the 

government’s commitment to it. Die Welt maintains a critical yet open stance toward the adoption of the 

FFP stating, “Diese Leitmotive sind unter anderem ziemlich pragmatisch, weil längst nachgewiesen ist, 

dass Friedensverhandlungen erfolgreicher sind, wenn Frauen mit am Tisch sitzen. Und sie sind wichtig, 

weil Frauen oft die Ersten sind, die unter Gewaltherrschaften leiden, wie aktuell in Afghanistan, dem Iran 

und der Ukraine schmerzlich zu sehen ist” (Die Welt, Article 2, p. 1)

"These guiding principles are quite pragmatic, among other things, because it has long been proven that 

peace negotiations are more successful when women are at the table. And they are important because 

women are often the first to suffer under tyranny, as is currently painfully evident in Afghanistan, Iran and 

Ukraine" (Die Welt, Article 2, p. 1)
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Positioning the FFP as crucial in addressing numerous ongoing humanitarian crises, emphasizing 

its relevance in regards to women. This positioning and framing of the FFP as being crucial in peace 

negotiations creates awareness of the policy's importance. Nonetheless, an opinion piece in Die Welt, 

reflects on societal views of feminism and the political exploitation of the FFP. It states, “Es lohnt sich 

kritischer hinzusehen, denn teils wird der Freiheitskampf der Frauen im Iran missbraucht, um überholte 

anti-muslimische und anti-feministische Ressentiments zu schüren” and “Feminismus der nur dann 

bemüht wird, wenn er ins Weltbild oder zur eigenen politischen Agenda passt, ist kein Feminismus” (Die 

Welt, Article 3, p. 1). 

"It is worth taking a more critical look, because the women's struggle for freedom in Iran is sometimes 

misused to stir up outdated anti-Muslim and anti-feminist resentment" and "Feminism that is only used 

when it fits in with the world view or one's own political agenda is not feminism" (Die Welt, Article 3, p. 

1). 

Kenney’s (2003) work critically questions the portrayal of feminism in media landscapes. They 

found that by controlling the narrative and focusing on specific aspects of feminist discourse, the media 

contributes to ideological divisions. In this example however, the journalist critically evaluates the role of 

feminism in humanitarian crises and calls out governments who only claim to be feminist when it fits 

their agenda. By seeing a critical stance taken toward feminism that is not inherently negative toward 

women, this journalist changed the narrative of the media reinforcing polarization, but rather, gave 

readers something to critically think about. It is also crucial to note that this article was written by a 

female journalist whose tone and style of reporting stayed consistent and critical, not adding her own 

opinion but strictly reporting on the humanitarian crisis in Iran. Whereas, the articles presented above 

regarding the blundering of Baerbock and stating that the FFP is a Green ideology, were all written by 

male journalists. It has been found that the female journalists report critically and focus on the events 

reported on in the story whereas the male journalists often resort to opinion pieces and sensationalization. 

Continuing in this section, Die Welt raised concerns about Baerbock’s choice to establish 

diplomatic ties with Qatar, known for its track record of violating human rights. The article critically 

states, “Annalena Baerbock macht sich die Hände schmutzig. Erst erzählt sie viel über feministische 

Außenpolitik und überhaupt wertebasierte Außenpolitik. Und dann vereinbart sie einen Strategischen 

Dialog ausgerechnet mit dem Staat Katar” (Die Welt, Article 7, p. 1).
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"Annalena Baerbock gets her hands dirty. First she talks a lot about feminist foreign policy and 

values-based foreign policy in general. And then she arranges a strategic dialogue with the state of Qatar 

of all places" (Die Welt, Article 7, p. 1).

This critique portrays Baerbock’s actions as contradictory, raising questions about the 

effectiveness and sincerity of the FFP. This framing further creates distrust in Baerbock and the FFP as 

her diplomatic choices are questioned and the creation of the FFP is second guessed. 

The framings in these articles frequently highlight the FFP’s alleged shortcomings and 

inconsistencies. The articles frame the FFP as a policy that falls short of its principles by emphasizing 

specific examples where the policy appears ineffective or hypocritical, such as Baerbock’s lack of 

response to the Iranian activist or the engagement with Qatar. Through these frames, readers are primed to 

view the FFP as ineffective. The emphasis on negative examples and critical quotes primes readers to 

question the sincerity of the policy. This was predicted by Maurer et al (2023), who noted that right-wing 

media frames strategically choose narratives which align with the outlets ideological stance. For example, 

the repeated emphasis on Baerbock’s lack of responsiveness regarding important topics primes readers to 

question her commitment to the FFP’s principles. By persistently drawing attention to the FFP’s alleged 

shortcomings, instead of emphasizing the policy’s accomplishments or possible advantages, the media 

draws the public’s attention on criticisms and unfavorable examples of the policy. This agenda-setting 

encourages the public to criticize the FFP more. 

According to the analyzed articles, the FFP is a political tool that frequently fails to adequately 

address real-world issues. By implying that the policy is more about appearance than content, this 

interpretation undermines the policy’s perceived legitimacy and significance. By focusing on specific 

negative examples and framing the FFP as inconsistent, these articles create a narrative that further 

undermines the policies goals. The negative framing, priming, and agenda-setting create a biased 

perception of the FFP as a policy that is more focused on appearance rather than humanitarian concerns. 

The articles influence public opinion to view the FFP with skepticism by continuously casting the policy 

in a negative light. For conservative readers who may already be inclined to doubt feminist programs, this 

bias has a greater effect. 

5.5 Immigration Discourse

The analysis reveals a critical stance on how the FFP intersects with immigration, often 

portraying the policy as inadequate in addressing cultural and religious differences. Focus, questions the 

implementation of the FFP in countries which undergo strict Islamic practices. Suggesting an ingrained 
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conflict: “Wie soll FFP in Ländern durchgesetzt werden, die Frauen zum Tragen eines Kopftuchs 

zwingen?” and provocatively states, “Baerbocks Feminismus und der Islam: Wie Feuer und Wasser” 

(Focus, Article 1, p. 3).

"How should FFP be enforced in countries that force women to wear headscarves?" and provocatively 

states, "Baerbock's Feminism and Islam: Like Fire and Water" (Focus, Article 1, p. 3).

This framing creates a narrative that pits feminist ideals against Islamic practices, insinuating that 

the FFP is incompatible with certain religious practices. This positioning suggests that the FFP is 

unrealistic in diverse cultural settings. Junge Freiheit presents a reactionary perspective in an article 

structured as a letter, addressed to Sawasan Chebli. The article negatively portrays women’s rights, 

immigration, and the FFP, framing feminists as unreasonable and immigrants as harmful. “Ja, alle wissen, 

dass Sie das elfte von zwölf Kindern eines Libanesen sind, dessen Asylstatus dreimal abgelehnt wurde” 

(Junge Freiheit, Article 7, p. 2). 

"Yes, everyone knows that you are the eleventh of twelve children of a Lebanese man whose asylum status 

was rejected three times" (Junge Freiheit, Article 7, p. 2). 

This tactic uses cultural background to frame Chebli negatively and personalizes the attack. The 

article continues by degrading Chebli personally and professionally, calling her a “selbstsüchtige 

muslimischen Betriebsnudel” (selfish Muslim corporate noodle), and criticizing her for supposedly 

advancing in her career due to her status as a female immigrant, “wobei Ihnen sicher der doppelte 

Opferstatus als Immigrantenkind und als Frau von „wie auch immer gearteter Schönheit“ zum Vorteil 

Geriet” (Junge Freiheit, Article 7, pg. 2).

“whereby your double victim status as an immigrant child and as a woman of "any kind of beauty" 

certainly worked to your advantage” (Junge Freiheit, Article 7, pg. 2).

The article continues by including crime statistics such as “Vergewaltigungen und sexuelle 

Nötigungen stiegen um 20,1 Prozent, schwere Körperverletzungen um 18,2 Prozent. In Zahlen: 12 000 

Vergewaltigungen, 8160 Messerangriffe. Laut Statistik überproportional verübt von Immigranten aus 

islamischen Ländern, von sogenannten Asylsuchenden.” (Junge Freiheit, Article 7, p. 3), to frame Muslim 

immigrants as being dangerous. 
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“Rapes and sexual assaults increased by 20.1 percent, grievous bodily harm by 18.2 percent. In figures: 

12,000 rapes, 8160 knife attacks. According to the statistics, these were disproportionately committed by 

immigrants from Islamic countries, so-called asylum seekers.” (Junge Freiheit, Article 7, p. 3)

This selective presentation of data reinforces negative stereotypes about Muslim immigrants, 

linking immigration to increased public safety concern. The articles critique of the Quran, as encouraging 

violence against women, further creates a negative narrative about Islamic culture, framing it as 

incompatible with feminist values: "Angesichts der Tatsache, daß der Koran eheliche Gewalt gegen die 

Frau, also die eventuell widerspenstige Muslimin, ausdrücklich Empfiehlt.”

“In view of that fact that the Quran recommends violence against women, especially against the possible 

unruly Muslim woman” (Junge Freiheit, Article 7, p. 3)

As found by Doerr (2021), right-wing organizations stigmatize immigrants. This article created a 

racist narrative of migrants being violent, reinforcing Berg’s (2019) claim that the priming of this 

narrative creates an associated meaning of migrants being dangerous. Puglisi and Snyder (2015), found 

that media firms employ journalists who share their ideological views, the journalist for Junge Freiheit 

clearly reinforces polarized views regarding immigration, feminism, and the introduction of a feminist 

policy in parliament. Cicero criticizes the Greens for supposedly issuing visas to unidentified Afghan 

refugees in spite of significant security concerns. Claiming: “Visa an afghanische Migranten mit 

ungeklärter Identität und trotz massiver Sicherheitsbedenken zu vergeben” (Cicero, Article 2, p. 2)

"Granting visas to Afghan migrants with unclear identities and despite massive security concerns" 

(Cicero, Article 2, p. 2)

This critique goes beyond the FFP and challenges immigration policies, portraying them as 

dangerous and reckless. By framing these policies as threats to national security, the article implies that 

the FFP and their immigration initiatives are unreasonable. Focus defines the FFP as contradictory when 

applied to Islamic countries, stating an incompatibility between feminist values and Islamic practices. 

Junge Freiheit makes a highly polarized and personal attack, presenting Muslim immigrants as a threat to 

public safety and using insulting language to discredit the legitimacy of feminist figures like Chebli. 

Cicero presents the immigration plans of the Greens as reckless, implying they endanger national security. 

All three newspapers employ themes of national identity, framing the FFP and immigration as a threat to 
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the German nation and urging readers to be doubtful and skeptical of the policies and the marginalized 

groups that fall under it. 

Readers are primed to see immigration as a serious threat to both public safety and the principles 

that the FFP upholds. The articles use sensational crime statistics and personal insults to establish a link 

between criminal activity and immigration. This primes readers to view immigration laws and the 

effectiveness of the FFP in diverse cultural settings with suspicion. These articles set the public agenda by 

emphasizing the alleged dangers of current immigration policy and its intersection with the FFP. The 

media shapes public discourse to prioritize concerns about cultural compatibility and national security by 

drawing attention to perceived inconsistencies and risks through the presentation of negative examples 

and critical opinions. 

According to the articles, the FFP is an idealistic, impractical policy that ignores the difficulties 

associated with immigration and cultural diversity. The articles that discuss the topic of immigration 

create a biased perception by selecting specific information that supports a negative perception of 

immigration and the FFP. The public's perception is shaped to view immigration policies and the FFP 

with fear and distrust through the use of aggressive rhetoric, insulting phrases, and worrying statistics. 

This bias cultivates hostility toward immigrants and feminist initiatives and serves to reinforce existing 

biases. 

5.6 Support for the FFP

While the previous findings mainly highlight the skepticism shown toward the FFP, this section 

examines the articles that support the policy, highlighting Germany’s commitment to gender equality in 

foreign policy. Focus, Article 2 discusses Germany’s goal to empower women and girls globally through 

the new strategies introduced in the FFP: “Deutschland will Frauen und Mädchen weltweit mit neuen 

strategien für feministische außen- und entwicklungspolitik starken" (Focus, Article 2, p. 1).

“Germany wants to empower women and girls worldwide with new strategies for feminist foreign and 

development policy" (Focus, Article 2, p. 1)

This framing positions the FFP as a progressive initiative, emphasizing Baerbock’s diplomatic 

efforts and her assertive stance on issues like the Ukraine war, portraying her as a leader willing to 

challenge conventional diplomatic norms. This is a big change from the previous articles that 

continuously undermine Baerbock’s efforts and leadership style. Nonetheless, this portrayal, while 
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positive, may be polarizing, specifically for conservative readers perceiving the FFP as a challenge to 

established German diplomacy. 

In Bild, Article 2, Baerbock’s visit to Mongolia is highlighted, noting that the nation has since 

expressed interest in adopting the FFP following her visit. The article strongly presupposes that readers 

support the FFP initiatives and gender equality in international relations. Framing Baerbock as an active 

and engaged foreign minister. This presupposition may influence readers to view the FFP positively. Die 

Welt, Article 2, presents a more nuanced view, acknowledging both the benefits and challenges of the 

FFP. While the article supports the aim of empowering women, it questions the policy’s feasibility in 

addressing difficult situations such as those in Afghanistan and Iran. The article states: "Das größte 

Problem aber bleibt: Auch dieses sehr lange Dokument enthält nicht nur keine Zauberformel, sondern 

kaum einen Hinweis darauf, wie feministische Außenpolitik neue Antworten bereithält in 

herausfordernden Situationen, in denen sie am meisten gebraucht würde." (Die Welt, Article 2, p. 1).

"But the biggest problem remains: Even this very long document not only contains no magic formula, but 

hardly any indication of how feminist foreign policy can provide new answers in challenging situations 

where it is most needed." (Die Welt, Article 2, p. 1)

This perspective highlights the tensions within the FFP, its aspirational goals versus its feasibility 

and challenges. Nonetheless, Die Welt, Article 2, emphasizes the importance of empowering women and 

girls, framing the FFP as a response to the discrimination and prejudice that marginalized groups face. 

Stating: "Gestärkt werden sollen Frauen und Mädchen, weil sie der größte diskriminierte Teil der 

Weltbevölkerung sind, aber auch vielfach verfolgte Gruppen." (Die Welt, Article 2, p. 2)

"Women and girls should be empowered because they are the most discriminated against part of the 

world's population, but also often persecuted groups."(Die Welt, Article 2, p. 2)

Overall, the articles represent the FFP as a significant advancement in the field of international 

relations toward gender equality. They interpret Germany’s adoption of the FFP and Baerbock’s 

diplomatic initiatives as positive developments, even though there are still lingering doubts about its 

effectiveness in addressing global issues. These articles provide readers with a thorough understanding of 

the FFP and highlight its potential influence on global initiatives towards gender equality. 

Several articles presuppose reader support for FFP initiatives, priming readers to perceive the FFP 

positively. They highlight the significance of empowering women and girls globally and position 

Baerbock as an advocate for progressive policy initiatives. Furthermore, the articles set the agenda by 
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mainly focusing on diplomatic practices related to the FFP and showing the positive effects of 

implementing a more feminist aspect in Germany diplomacy. The positive framing of the FFP may bias 

readers towards viewing the FFP as a progressive measure that is essential to the advancement of gender 

equality on a global scale. However, the acknowledgment of potential challenges and limitations 

contributes to a balanced perspective and promotes critical discussion of the topic. 
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6. Conclusion

The research question, “What are the framing strategies employed by German right-wing news 

media in the representation and interpretation of the Feminist Foreign Policy?” has been addressed 

through a detailed analysis of selected right-wing newspapers. The results show a complex interaction of 

framing techniques that consistently use themes of national identity to negatively shape public perception.

Conservative newspapers predominantly used negative framing towards the German Foreign 

Minister, Annalena Baerbock, and the Greens party. Baerbock’s personal and professional life were 

closely examined to portray her as incompetent, which extended to the FFP, suggesting that if Baerbock 

was incompetent, so too is the policy she introduced. This strategy is aligned with Ahmed’s et al (2019) 

interpretation, stating that media framing highlights specific elements to promote a particular narrative. 

The media attempted to discredit Baerbock and the FFP by highlighting alleged failure, implying that 

feminism has no place in parliamentary or diplomatic settings. Mocking examples, such as the initiative to 

build restrooms in Nigeria, were used to trivialize the FFP and further diminish its legitimacy. This 

persistent negative priming guided public discourse towards distrust and skepticism, setting the agenda to 

focus on the alleged ineffectiveness of the FFP.

The FFP and the Greens Party were framed as ideologically motivated and straying away from 

traditional German values. Articles depicted the party as radical and its policies as an attempt to spread a 

leftist agenda, positioning the FFP as a threat to Germany’s traditional diplomatic practices and the 

country's national identity. This portrayal aligns with previous research on national identity as discussed 

by Starkweather (2020), stating that current challenges faced regarding multiculturalism and globalization 

have sparked discussion over the preservation of German culture. The FFP was frequently portrayed in a 

misleading way, emphasizing its feminist aspect to imply that the policy is ideologically driven. Phrases 

such as “verbales Gedöns” (verbal nonsense) were used to minimize the FFP and support the idea that it 

took attention away from more pressing issues. This framing, especially to conservative audiences 

inclined to be skeptical of a feminist oriented policy, led readers to regard the FFP with skepticism and 

dismissal. This reinforces Shrum’s (2017), research on cultivation theory, believing that viewers' 

perceptions of reality are shaped by the media’s portrayal of the world. By consuming negative depictions 

of the FFP in the media, audiences are inclined to believe these depictions.

It was a common theme to associate the FFP with more general concerns about immigration and 

humanitarian crises, framing it as contradictory and ineffective when applied to Islamic countries. This 

framing questioned the policy’s ability to ensure national security as well as its compatibility with other 

cultural practices. Through highlighting specific instances in which the FFP appeared hypocritical, the 

media further undermined its legitimacy and fostered distrust in Baerbock’s diplomatic decisions.
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Despite the prevailing negative framing, some articles portrayed the FFP as a progressive 

initiative crucial to advance gender equality in international relations. These articles highlighted the FFP 

as a constructive change in Germany’s foreign policy while emphasizing Baerbock’s assertive diplomacy 

and the FFP’s potential benefits. However, the articles also acknowledged potential challenges and 

limitations, contributing to a balanced perspective that encouraged discussion. 

The analysis revealed that the theme of national identity emerged as a critical lens through which 

the FFP was evaluated. While pro-policy articles framed it as a step toward advancing worldwide gender 

equality, the majority of articles framed the policy as a threat to Germany’s traditional values and 

reputation. This contradiction draws attention to the influence of media framing on public perception and 

discourse. 

Furthermore, there are important theoretical and practical implications for this research. In theory, 

this research improves our understanding of framing theory by showing how right-wing media outlets use 

specific techniques to shape public perception of the FFP. The way the FFP and Baerbock are framed 

negatively highlights how the media shapes social realities and shapes political discourse. This study also 

supports agenda-setting, showing that public agenda can be shaped by the media by drawing attention to 

specific issues and frames. Furthermore, by demonstrating how media framing can evoke nationalistic 

sentiments to impact public opinion and political attitudes, this research contributes to the discourse on 

national identity and media. 

Practically, the findings emphasize how crucial media literacy is to helping the public recognize 

and critically evaluate media framing strategies. Educating audiences about media biases and framing 

techniques can enable them to be aware of the information they consume and form more critical opinions. 

Understanding the framing techniques used by opponents can help policymakers and advocates of the 

FFP to develop more effective communication strategies. Policymakers can more effectively 

communicate the benefits and objectives of their policy by anticipating negative framing and addressing 

potential misconceptions. 

This research also emphasizes how important it is for media reporting to adhere to better 

journalistic standards and ethical guidelines. Fair and balanced reporting on divisive issues like the FFP is 

crucial to promoting an informed and democratic public discourse. Media outlets may benefit from 

reviewing their practices to avoid biased reporting and encourage more thorough coverage of policy 

issues. Finally, organizations and advocates can use these findings to manage public perception more 

effectively. By understanding the ways in which right-wing media frame feminist policies and associated 

individuals, they can create messages that address and counter these frames, creating a more positive 

public discourse. 
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In conclusion, German right-wing news media predominantly employed framing strategies that 

negatively portrayed the FFP, centering on themes of national identity. By persistently highlighting 

alleged failures, mocking initiatives, and associating the policy with larger controversial issues, these 

media outlets shaped public perception to view the FFP with skepticism and doubt. This analysis 

emphasizes how influential media framing is in shaping public opinion and perceptions regarding the 

legitimacy of policies, especially through the lens of national identity. 
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7. Limitations & Future Research

Due to time constraints this study purely focused on conservative right-wing newspaper articles. 

This may not fully represent the spectrum of conservative media perspectives or the broader media 

landscapes in Germany. Therefore, this study may be limited by the specific time frame within which the 

articles were selected and the time I had to conduct and evaluate my analysis. Media framing strategies 

can greatly evolve over time, and a longitudinal study could capture these changes in more detail. 

Furthermore, future research could include a more diverse array of media outlets, including centrist and 

left-wing newspapers, to provide a more comprehensive view of media framing. I suggest conducting a 

comparative analysis between right-wing, centrist, and left-wing media to understand how varying 

political ideologies may influence the framing of the FFP. Broadening the scope of the analysis can allow 

for highlighting specific contrasts and similarities in media representations across the political spectrum. 

As mentioned in the data collection section of this paper, the articles chosen were originally 

meant to be within a 3 month period ranging from March of 2023 to the end of May of 2023. This proved 

to not be possible as not enough articles were published in this time frame. Therefore, the articles not 

found in the 3 month period were the next closest articles published after May of 2023. While this strayed 

away from the original plan of this study, it showed that the FFP did indeed stay relevant in the news even 

after 4 months of being introduced.

Another limitation, which needs to be mentioned to stay fully transparent, are the linguistic 

nuances. Due to the complexity of language and cultural contexts, several nuances in the framing may 

have been overlooked or misinterpreted. While I am a German native speaker, my academic education is 

in English, proving difficult to conduct a critical discourse analysis in another language. By undergoing a 

critical discourse analysis, understanding the language and cultural context is important. The complexity 

of this analysis is not to just interpret the literal meaning of the language used, but also the connotations, 

tone, and cultural references that can influence how a message is perceived. These intricacies can be 

challenging in a media analysis, where the choice of words and tone are deliberately chosen to evoke 

reactions. Therefore, a recommendation for further research would be to organize focus groups with other 

native speakers to openly discuss and interpret the news articles chosen for this analysis. Their 

interpretations can provide insight into the linguistic and cultural nuances of the framing employed. 

Allowing for a more detailed and critical analysis.

Was diese Orientierung eigentlich genau bedeuten soll, wurde vom Auswärtigen Amt (AA) nun auf mehr als 80 
Seiten ausbuchstabiert; das Portal "The Pioneer" berichtete zuerst darüber. Man/frau hat sich viel vorgenommen: 
Der politische Tendenzwechsel soll sich im Erscheinungsbild von Baerbocks Ministerium politisch, personell und 
finanziell künftig sichtbar niederschlagen. "Frauenrechte sind ein Gradmesser für den Zustand unserer 
Gesellschaften", heißt es im Vorwort der Ministerin. Wo Frauen, wo marginalisierte Menschen unterdrückt würden, 
"leiden alle". Feministische Außenpolitik bedeute, "dass wir besondere Verletzlichkeiten nicht nur sehen, sondern 
gezielt angehen". Sie sei aber "keine Außenpolitik für Frauen, sondern für alle Mitglieder einer Gesellschaft. Sie 
schließt ein und nicht aus." Diese Grundthesen ziehen sich durch das ganze Papier. "Solange Frauen nicht sicher 
sind, ist niemand sicher", lautet der erste Satz im Konvolut. Feministische Außenpolitik gründe auf der 
Überzeugung, "dass alle Menschen die gleichen Rechte genießen und die gleichen Rechte und Freiheiten 
verdienen".

Bei der Vorstellung der Leitlinien im Auswärtigen Amt sagte Baerbock, feministische Außenpolitik sei kein 
Kampfbegriff - sie leite sich aus dem Grundgesetz ab. "Es geht um gleiche Rechte, Freiheiten und Chancen für 
Frauen." Man wolle damit mehr Menschen erreichen, nicht weniger. "Wir wollen nicht naiv die Welt verbessern", so 
Baerbock. Im Grundsatz geht es um die Vision, weltweit die Vormachtstellung von Männern zu überwinden und zu 
echter Gleichberechtigung zu kommen. Gestärkt werden sollen Frauen und Mädchen, weil sie der größte 
diskriminierte Teil der Weltbevölkerung sind, aber auch vielfach verfolgte Gruppen.
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Von diesem Ziel ist die Weltgemeinschaft freilich weit entfernt. Im Papier wird der Status quo beschrieben: Zwar 
hätten sich 189 Staaten dazu verpflichtet, jede Form von Diskriminierung zu beseitigen und rechtliche und faktische 
Gleichstellung von Frauen zu fördern. Doch 86 Staaten hinderten Frauen zum Beispiel durch Gesetze daran, 
bestimmte Berufe auszuüben. 46 Staaten hätten keine Gesetze, die Frauen vor sexueller Belästigung am 
Arbeitsplatz schützten. In 42 Staaten gebe es keinen Kündigungsschutz für Schwangere. Laut einer Studie der UN 
leben 600 Millionen Frauen in Staaten, die häusliche Gewalt nicht unter Strafe stellen.

Für umso dringender hält Baerbock die Implementierung ihrer Leitlinien . Das Konzept sei integraler Teil der 
wertegeleiteten Außenpolitik und solle sich "im Sinne eines umfassenden Verständnisses von Sicherheit" auch in 
der geplanten nationalen Sicherheitsstrategie widerspiegeln. Vom Sommer an soll zudem eine "Botschafterin des 
Auswärtigen Amts für feministische Außenpolitik" vor allem nach innen wirken. Auch bei der Verwendung von 
Finanzmitteln soll ein Primat für Frauen gelten: Bis zum Ende der Legislaturperiode sollen 85 Prozent der 
Projektmittel des AA "gendersensibel" ausgegeben werden, sodass Belange von Frauen einbezogen werden. Acht 
Prozent der Mittel sollten "gendertransformativ" gezahlt werden, sodass es eine aktive Umgestaltung der Projekte 
in diese Richtung gebe.

Insgesamt also viele gut gemeinte Vorsätze, ob sie demnächst auch wirklich eingehalten werden können, muss 
sich noch zeigen. Zweifel und Kritik am neuen Motto der deutschen Außenpolitik werden jetzt schon geäußert. 
CDU-Außenpolitiker Norbert Röttgen sagte der "taz" , er halte es für falsch, ein außenpolitisches Ziel zu 
verabsolutieren. "Das führt zu unlösbaren Widersprüchen." Wenn es einen evidenten Anwendungsfall für deutsche 
und europäische feministische Außenpolitik gebe, "dann ist es jetzt der Iran", sagte Röttgen weiter. Genau da 
aber konstatiert er politisches Versagen. Gerade beim Iran werde die von Baerbock propagierte feministische 
Außenpolitik eben nicht angewandt. Der außenpolitische Sprecher der Union im Bundestag, Jürgen Hardt (CDU), 
sieht das ähnlich. Beim Druck auf das Mullah-Regime stehe Berlin "auf der Bremse": "Konzepte schreiben sich 
leichter, als tatsächlich Mut oder auch nur politisches Kapital aufzubringen, um Frauen tatkräftig zu unterstützen." 
Leider sei die deutsche Reaktion aus Kanzleramt und Auswärtigem Amt auf die Frauenproteste im Iran "zu spät 
und zu lau" gewesen.

Im Umgang mit dem Iran, wo Frauen seit Monaten unter Lebensgefahr für ihre Rechte demonstrieren, kommen sich 
Baerbocks Anspruch und die Realität der internationalen Politik tatsächlich in die Quere. Das ließ sich etwa am 
Dienstag beobachten, als Baerbock mit ihrem Amtskollegen Eli Cohen aus Israel vor die Presse trat.

Teheran ist gefährlich nah an der Fähigkeit zum Bombenbau. Das macht Israel wie Deutschland extreme Sorgen. 
Cohen empfahl eine Aussetzung des Atomabkommens mit dem Iran, umfassende Sanktionen und gegebenenfalls 
militärische Schritte. Baerbock sagte hingegen, sie wolle das Atomabkommen noch nicht ganz aufgeben. Da fragte 
ein ARD-Reporter, ob die Bemühungen zum Erhalt des Abkommens denn mit einer feministischen Außenpolitik 
vereinbar seien. Schließlich bewahrt das Abkommen das frauenverachtende Regime in Teheran vor harten 
Sanktionen und dem wirtschaftlichen Kollaps. Baerbock antwortete, die versuchte Rettung des Abkommens sei 
sogar "Teil der feministischen Außenpolitik". Denn dabei gehe es darum, eine weitere Eskalation des Konflikts zu 
verhindern. "Ein Iran mit Atombombe wäre keine Verbesserung für die mutigen Frauen und Männer im Iran, 
sondern eine dramatische Verschlechterung der Situation."

Das mag stimmen, aber letztlich lässt sich diese Strategie kaum unterscheiden von einer Politik, die 
Stabilitätserwägungen vor Geschlechtergerechtigkeit priorisiert. Und trotz aller rhetorischen Unterstützung für die 
Proteste gegen das Kopftuch und die Herrschaft der Religionsgelehrten bewahrt sich Berlin einen gewissen 
Pragmatismus im Umgang mit Teheran. Eine Hauptforderung von Unterstützern der Proteste lautet, die EU solle 
die paramilitärischen Revolutionsgarden - die unter anderem zentral an der Niederschlagung der Proteste beteiligt 
sind, aber auch Kampfeinsätze im Ausland steuern - auf ihre Terrorliste setzen. Doch hinter den Kulissen in Brüssel 
gibt es erhebliche Vorbehalte gegen die Listung. So haben einige Länder die berechtigte Sorge, dass man ihre im 
Iran inhaftierten Staatsbürger für eine solche Entscheidung büßen lassen würde.

Andere wollen offenbar Kanäle zum Regime erhalten. Und Deutschland gehört sicher nicht zu jenen Staaten, die 
sich intensiv für eine Terrorlistung der Garden einsetzen. Für einen solchen Schritt, so argumentiert man in Berlin, 
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bräuchte es aus juristischen Gründen Verurteilungen von Angehörigen der Truppe für Terroranschläge in der EU, 
und zwar aus jüngster Zeit. Zwar gibt es ein entsprechendes Gutachten des juristischen Dienstes der Kommission, 
aber in den Leitlinien der EU für Terrorlistungen ist ein solches Erfordernis nicht zu finden. Und letztlich wäre es der 
Europäische Rat - die Versammlung der Staats- und Regierungschefs - , der eine Terrorlistung beschließen müsste 
und könnte. Also unter anderem die Bundesregierung. Doch neben den juristischen Vorbehalten ist aus Berlin 
kaum ein Kommentar zur Listung der Garden zu vernehmen, jedenfalls keine vehemente Forderung danach. Das 
spricht eher für Realpolitik als für feministische Prioritäten.

Das Gegenbeispiel: Afghanistan. Hier hätte es wirklich feministische Außenpolitik gebraucht - vor dem Abzug der 
westlichen Truppen. Doch unter der Regierung von Angela Merkel (CDU) wurde wenig getan, um die Sicherheit der 
Afghaninnen nach Ende des Einsatzes zu sichern. Nicht einmal für die Zukunft von Ortskräften der Bundeswehr 
gab es ein Konzept, weil die Bundesrepublik wie ihre Partner auf das Überleben der gewählten Regierung von 
Ashraf Ghani hoffte. Doch die überstand den Abzug des Westens nur für wenige Wochen. Die neue Regierung der 
Taliban, die Frauen aus vielen Bereichen des öffentlichen Lebens ausschließt und Frauenrechtsaktivistinnen 
extrem drangsaliert, wird von Berlin nicht anerkannt, so wie es auch praktisch alle anderen Staaten der Erde halten. 
Die Folge: Die Taliban lassen immer weniger Hilfe ins Land und verschärfen die Bedingungen für Frauen weiter.

Die Ampel-Regierung setzt sich zwar leidenschaftlich für die Rettung politisch aktiver Frauen in Afghanistan ein, sie 
ermöglicht deren Aufnahme schnell und unbürokratisch, wie es unter Merkel und ihrem Innenminister Horst 
Seehofer (CSU) nie denkbar war. Doch immer weniger Frauen schaffen es außer Landes. Hier siegen 
demokratische und auch feministische Grundsätze über den Pragmatismus - und Frauen haben dennoch zu 
leiden. Schon diese Beispiele zeigen: Der Einsatz für Frauenrechte ist eine komplexe Herausforderung. Sie lässt 
sich nie lösen vom sicherheitspolitischen Rahmen, und sie erfordert immer das Zusammenspiel mit internationalen 
Partnern. Diese Herausforderung wird auch mit feministischen Leitlinien nicht einfacher zu bewältigen sein.
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Der geplante große Wurf beginnt mit einer kleinen Entzauberung. Feministische Außenpolitik, schreibt Annalena 
Baerbock über ihre Leitlinien, halte keine Zauberformel bereit, mit der sich unmittelbare sicherheitspolitische 
Bedrohungen bewältigen ließen. Ein Satz, aus dem sich viel machen lässt, wenn man gehässig sein möchte. Er 
sagt aber tatsächlich viel aus über ein Konzept, das seit Monaten nicht nur als Kampfbegriff verstanden, sondern 
auch als Kampfbegriff benutzt wird. Obwohl bislang gar nicht ganz klar war, was damit genau gemeint ist .

Eine UN-Resolution forderte schon im Jahr 2000 die drei R: sich stärker um Repräsentanz, Rechte und Ressourcen 
von Frauen zu kümmern. Eine Forderung, gegen die heute in weiten Teilen der westlichen Welt ohnehin niemand 
mehr ernsthaft Einwände hat. Diese Leitmotive sind unter anderem ziemlich pragmatisch, weil längst nachgewiesen 
ist, dass Friedensverhandlungen erfolgreicher sind, wenn Frauen mit am Tisch sitzen. Und sie sind wichtig, weil 
Frauen oft die Ersten sind, die unter Gewaltherrschaften leiden, wie aktuell in Afghanistan, dem Iran und der 
Ukraine schmerzlich zu sehen ist.

Zum Kampfbegriff dagegen wurde feministische Außenpolitik vor allem durch Vertreterinnen, die lautstark sehr 
viel radikalere, theoretische Vorstellungen haben: Da geht es um ein "Neudenken" des Sicherheitsbegriffs, um ein 
Ende von Waffen und globaler Aufrüstung, bisweilen auch darum, ein Patriarchat zu zerstören und ein gerechteres 
System einzurichten. So weit, so realitätsfern oder auch: naiv. Das wurde schon mit Blick auf den Krieg in der 
Ukraine deutlich. Das weiß auch Annalena Baerbock, die sich in den vergangenen Monaten oft genug als 
Pragmatikerin erwiesen hat. Ihre Leitlinien enthalten keine Überraschungen. In weiten Teilen wird wiederholt, was 
selbstverständlich sein sollte, aber durchaus steter Wiederholung bedarf: Sicherheit und Teilhabe aller. Andere 
Teile lesen sich mit ihren Handlungsanweisungen, wie in der Außenpolitik und in vielen anderen Lebens- und 
Politikbereichen gendersensibel oder gendertransformativ zu agieren oder ein "feministischer Reflex" auszubilden 
sei, eher wie Asta-Papiere aus den Neunzigerjahren.

Das größte Problem aber bleibt: Auch dieses sehr lange Dokument enthält nicht nur keine Zauberformel, sondern 
kaum einen Hinweis darauf, wie feministische Außenpolitik neue Antworten bereithält in herausfordernden 
Situationen, in denen sie am meisten gebraucht würde. Nicht nur Frauen im Iran und in Afghanistan warten auf 
diese Antwort.

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Jin, Jiyan, Azadî", - "Frau, Leben, Freiheit". Knapp ein halbes Jahr ist sie jetzt alt, die Protestbewegung im Iran, und 
ihr Motto ist aktueller denn je. Gleichberechtigung, Demokratie, ein Leben ohne Angst vor den Mullahs sind mehr 
als 40 Jahre nach der islamischen Revolution die Ziele dieser feministischen Bewegung. Westliche 
Solidaritätsbekundungen kommen aus allen Ecken: Politikerinnen und Journalistinnen, die sich vor laufender 
Kamera die Haare abschneiden, das Brandenburger Tor, das mit "Women, Life, Freedom" beleuchtet wird, oder die 
Präsidentin des Europäischen Parlaments, die Protestierenden auf einer Solidaritätskundgebung versichert, "auf 
der richtigen Seite der Geschichte" zu sein.

Also alles in bester Ordnung? Es lohnt sich, kritischer hinzusehen, denn teils wird der Freiheitskampf der Frauen im 
Iran missbraucht, um überholte anti-muslimische und anti-feministische Ressentiments zu schüren. Aus der 
rechten Ecke gibt es Beispiele zuhauf: So fordert der EU-Abgeordnete Charlie Weimers, Mitglied der 
rechtspopulistischen Partei Schwedendemokraten, die EU solle im Hinblick auf die Proteste im Iran keine 
Kampagnen mehr finanzieren, die den Hijab "glorifizieren" - die von ihm bemängelte Kampagne weist jedoch 
lediglich darauf hin, dass viele Mädchen und Frauen in Europa durchaus aus freier Wahl Kopftuch tragen. Aus der 
AfD tönt es, in Berlin solle das Kopftuch im öffentlichen Dienst angesichts der Lage im Iran weiterhin verboten 
bleiben.

Wer seine Leidenschaft für Frauenrechte und Gleichberechtigung nur beim Thema Kopftuch entdeckt oder wenn es 
(scheinbar) gegen den Islam geht, der lebt aber einfach nur seine Islamophobie - und, ja, auch seine patriarchalen 
Fantasien - aus: Es wird sich ein Weltbild zurechtgeruckelt, in dem böse muslimische Männer ohnmächtige Frauen 
unterdrücken, die der weiße Mann befreien muss. Doch das verkennt völlig die Lage. Denn es sind die Frauen im 
Iran und aus der Diaspora, die die Proteste anführen. Und sie kämpfen dafür, dass keine Religion und kein Mann 
ihnen mehr sagt, wie sie sich zu kleiden haben. Sie wollen selbst entscheiden, ob sie ein Kopftuch tragen - oder 
eben nicht. Und genau das wollen Frauen hierzulande auch.

Zum Glück prügelt in Europa kein Staat Frauen zum Tragen irgendwelcher Kleidungsstücke. Aber kompliziert bleibt 
es auch bei uns: Während manche islamisch geprägten Familien Druck auf Frauen ausüben, das Kopftuch zu 
tragen, haben andere Frauen, die sich selbstbestimmt für das Kopftuch entscheiden, mit Ressentiments der 
Mehrheitsgesellschaft und juristischen Hürden zu kämpfen. Auch bei uns gilt: Der Körper der Frau ist Schauplatz 
und Objekt gesellschaftspolitischer Machtspiele. Und wenn sich dann eine der angeblich so unterdrückten Frauen 
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vom Objekt der Debatte zum Subjekt ihrer eigenen Geschichte macht, fühlt sich der weiße Mann in seinem 
Selbstbild bedroht, und so manche Möchtegern-Feministin auch.

Noch vor Kurzem hat CDU-Chef Friedrich Merz Annalena Baerbock monatelang für ihre feministische 
Außenpolitik attackiert. Genau die gleiche Männer-CDU kritisiert die Außenministerin heute - wiederholt 
vorgetragen von Norbert Roettgen und Jürgen Hardt - , weil ihr Handeln bezüglich des Iran zu wenig feministisch 
sei. So sehr sind sie auf einmal überzeugt von diesem Wunderding Feminismus, dass sie glauben, das Mullah-
Regime werde alsbald kollabieren, wenn sich die Außenministerin nur dolle genug ins Zeug legt damit. Aber: 
Feminismus, der nur dann bemüht wird, wenn er ins Weltbild oder zur eigenen politischen Agenda passt, ist kein 
Feminismus. Und was da gerade im Iran passiert, ist zu groß und zu wichtig für solch parteipolitisches Geschrei.

Welchen Weg sollte man also einschlagen? Exakt jene feministische Außenpolitik, die die Außenministerin - und 
mit ihr eine immer weiter wachsende Zahl von Außennminister*innen weltweit (ja, auch Männer!) - gerade 
vorantreibt. So hat Deutschland gemeinsam mit Island eine Resolution des UN-Menschenrechtsrats angestoßen, 
die die Gewalt gegen Protestierende scharf verurteilt und eine unabhängige Untersuchung anstrebt. Gleichzeitig 
treibt die Außenministerin Sanktionen gegen die Revolutionsgarden auf EU-Ebene voran und sorgt dafür, dass 
bedrohte Frauen ausreisen können. Ja, eine feministische Außenpolitik beseitigt nicht qua Deklaration alle 
Ungerechtigkeiten dieser Welt. Aber sie nimmt sie konsequent in den Blick, benennt sie und geht sie an. Nicht mit 
dem Anspruch, irgendwen zu befreien - sondern allen einen Platz an den Tischen zu geben, an denen die 
Entscheidungen über ihre Zukunft getroffen werden. Nicht mit der Illusion, alle Antworten zu haben, sondern mit 
dem Wissen um und dem Interesse an dem Wissen anderer.

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Eine grüne Alice im Wunderland; Im Milieu von Annalena Baerbock herrscht 
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Noch immer glänzt das grüne Zweigestirn. Annalena Baerbock wird ebenso bewundert wie Robert Habeck, 
vielleicht sogar noch mehr. Beiden wird aber auch mit Abneigung begegnet. Doch während Habeck wegen seiner 
innerministeriellen Familienpolitik und nach seinem Heizungs-Ukas Zweifel und Zorn entgegengebracht werden, 
wird auf die Außenministerin heftiger reagiert. Von nicht wenigen Zeitgenossen wird sie geradezu mit Hass verfolgt. 
Das hat mehrere Ursachen, nicht alle liegen in ihrer Politik begründet.

In jedem Fall ist Misogynie im Spiel. Der Philosoph Peter Sloterdijk und der Möchtegern-Philosoph Richard David 
Precht haben zwar nicht ganz Unrecht, wenn sie der kometenhafte Aufstieg von Annalena Baerbock irritiert und sie 
meinen, das sei entschieden zu schnell gegangen. Aber bei Sloterdijk und Precht macht der Ton die Musik. Beide 
sind erfahren genug zu wissen, dass - zumindest für das große Publikum - in solcher Kritik auch das Ressentiment 
mitschwingt, es gehöre sich für eine Frau einfach nicht, derart unverblümt nach der Macht zu greifen, wie Annalena 
Baerbock das tat. In solchen Augen macht der Wille zur Macht Männer attraktiv, Frauen aber hässlich. Sloterdijk 
sagte (korrigierte es später jedoch), Baerbock habe gerade mal das Zeug zur Schulsprecherin. Und Precht meinte, 
ginge es mit rechten Dingen zu, wäre sie nicht einmal Praktikantin im Auswärtigen Amt geworden. Beide 
Äußerungen laufen auf das Gleiche hinaus: zu jung, unerfahren, freche Göre. Frauenfeindlicher Männerneid.

Freilich ist Annalena Baerbock an dem negativen Bild, das viele von ihr haben, nicht ganz unschuldig. Damit ist gar 
nicht einmal so sehr die Aufhübschung ihres Lebenslaufs oder ihr Buch gemeint, das nicht nur Plagiate enthielt, 
sondern überflüssig war. Und es liegt auch nur insofern an ihrer burschikosen Art, als sie sich immer wieder ohne 
Zögern und Selbstzweifel traute, ohne große Sachkenntnis Behauptungen aufzustellen. Ein Beispiel: Wenige 
Monate vor der Bundestagswahl 2021 versuchte sie den grünen Anspruch auf eine Politik des entschlossenen 
ökologischen Umbaus damit zu begründen, dass es solchen Veränderungsmut schon mehrfach gegeben habe. 
Zum Beispiel bei der Einführung der sozialen Marktwirtschaft " durch die SPD ". Eine Politikerin muss keine 
Historikerin sein. Aber eine Parteivorsitzende, die sich anheischig macht, Bundeskanzlerin zu werden, sollte die 
Geschichte ihres Landes so weit kennen, dass sie weiß, es war die CDU, die die soziale Marktwirtschaft 
begründete.
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Woher diese Chuzpe? Mag sein, dass Annalena Baerbock in ihrer Jugend stets die Bestätigung erfahren hat, dass 
alles, was sie sagt und tut, goldrichtig ist. Aber jenseits solchen Psychologisierens scheint eines sicher zu sein. 
Baerbock ist politisch in einem vergleichsweise homogenen, bewegten und moralisch aufgeladenen Milieu 
herangewachsen: in dem Areal, in dem die Grünen eine privilegierte Rolle spielten und NGOs und die 
"Zivilgesellschaft" als natürliche Partner, gewissermaßen als Vorfeldorganisationen galten. Stärker noch als bei 
anderen Parteien, herrscht hier ein gegen Widerspruch immuner Geist der Selbstsicherheit: Man kann als Grüne 
gar nicht Unrecht haben. Als Kind dieses Milieus zeigte sich Annalena Baerbock noch im Wahlkampf 2021. Sie 
redete so, als läge es nicht an der Komplexität der Welt, dass die ökologische und soziale Wende noch nicht erfolgt 
sei. Sondern einfach an der Ahnungslosigkeit und Unvernunft der anderen Parteien.

So konnte sie das Einfache, das so schwierig ist, als ein Kinderspiel darstellen. Ihre Parole lautete: machen, 
machen, machen! Dass abweichende Meinungen ihr recht haben könnten, kam in diesem Denken kaum vor. Als ihr 
in einem Interview vorgehalten wurde, die große Mehrheit der Bevölkerung lehne das Gendern ab, machte sie nicht 
den geringsten Versuch, die Motive dafür zur Kenntnis zu nehmen. Sondern sagte nur, es sei halt noch viel 
Überzeugungsarbeit zu leisten.

Die Annalena Baerbock von damals gibt es nicht mehr. Und es gibt sie doch noch. Nicht nur der das Völkerrecht 
negierende russische Überfall auf die Ukraine hat sie im Eiltempo gelehrt, dass sich Politik mit harten, sperrigen 
Realitäten herumschlagen muss und dass dazu das gutwillige grüne ABC nicht ausreicht. Es wäre ja denkbar 
gewesen, dass die Grünen auch jetzt ihrem Bauchgefühl gefolgt wären und in der Frage der militärischen 
Unterstützung der Ukraine gezögert und gebremst hätten. Dass es nicht so kam und ausgerechnet die Grünen die 
entschlossensten Unterstützer der Ukraine wurden, ist nicht zuletzt das Verdienst der Außenministerin. Quasi über 
Nacht hat sie ihr aus der deutschen Geschichte (schlecht) begründetes Nein zu Waffenlieferungen zu den Akten 
gelegt. Und das transatlantische Bündnis, dem ihre Partei einmal skeptisch bis ablehnend gegenübergestanden 
hatte, leidenschaftlich neu belebt. Wie selbstverständlich hat sie sich in den internationalen diplomatischen 
Zusammenhang eingefädelt. In einer (leider kaum beachteten) Rede an der New School in New York hat sie vor 
neun Monaten so energisch wie kaum jemand anderes den westlichen Zusammenhalt nach der russischen 
Aggression als einen "transatlantischen Moment" gefeiert, den es nun zu nutzen gelte.

Aber sie ist auch die alte geblieben. Nicht zu Unrecht wird ihr vorgehalten, sie neige zur Moralisierung von 
Außenpolitik. Sehr selbstbezüglich. Und sehr deutsch. Manchmal sieht es so aus, als reise sie zu dem einzigen 
Zweck um die Welt, den Anderen ihre Einsichten und Überzeugungen mitzuteilen. Oder, in ihren Worten, "unsere 
Werte" zu präsentieren oder vorzuhalten. Man gewinnt den Eindruck, dass sie mehr verkündet als verhandelt.

Die Diplomatie, eingeschlossen die "feministische Außenpolitik", versteht die deutsche Außenministerin als einen 
Kampf um die richtige Sache. Nicht der Ausgleich, sondern der Sieg des Guten ist das Ziel.

Ein Beispiel dafür, dass der gute Wille in einer Sackgasse enden kann, ist das überaus legitime Engagement der 
Außenministerin für die Rückgabe der Benin-Bronzen an Nigeria. Die Idee war so einfach und so schön: 
Deutschland, des Kolonialismus schuldig (wenn auch in diesem Fall nur indirekt), erkennt seine Verfehlung an und 
gibt das Raubgut an die legitimen Eigentümer, das nigerianische Volk, zurück. Ende gut, fast alles gut. Doch so 
kam es nicht. Nachdem Annalena Baerbock und Claudia Roth die Bronzen in Abuja zurückgegeben hatten, 
übertrug Nigerias Staatspräsident alle Eigentumsrechte daran Oba Ewuare II., dem Oberhaupt der einstigen 
Herrscherfamilie des Königreichs Benin . Anders als geplant, werden sie in Zukunft wohl weder der nigerianischen 
noch der Weltöffentlichkeit zugänglich sein.

Das wäre Olaf Scholz vermutlich nicht unterlaufen. Wie sich überhaupt abzeichnet, dass der Bundeskanzler auf 
seine beharrliche, weitgehend proklamationsfreie Weise eine andere Außenpolitik betreibt. Seine Vorgängerin 
schien, wenn sie Staaten jenseits der jeweiligen Krisenherde besuchte, nach einem einfachen Prinzip vorzugehen: 
"Wer ist als Nächster dran?" Scholz geht da weit strategischer, vorausschauender vor. Er ist dabei, das Netz der 
bisherigen Bündnisse zu festigen. Er betritt aber auch regelmäßig Neuland, sucht neue Partner (wie soeben in 
Afrika), mit denen Deutschland in gutem oder nur halbgutem oder auch eher schlechtem Benehmen ist. Er 
verknüpft dabei deutschen Eigennutz mit den Interessen der Staaten, die er besucht. Er versucht, den deutschen 
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Aktionsradius tastend, aber auch bestimmt zu erweitern. Er bettet den humanistischen und den Friedensimpuls in 
die Welt der Interessen ein. Das fehlt Annalena Baerbocks außenpolitischem Stil. Sie wirkt eher ein wenig wie eine 
grüne Alice im Wunderland.
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Die Bundesaußenministerin ist viel unterwegs in einer unruhigen Welt. Am Wochenende war Annalena Baerbock 
(Grüne) in Japan, einem der wichtigsten Partner des Westens in der Konfrontation mit China. Nächste Woche reist 
sie in den Kaukasus und auf den Balkan, wo die russische Einflussnahme wächst. "Weil wir geglaubt haben, dass 
unsere Kinder, so wie wir, immer in Frieden leben werden, haben wir uns als Politik und Gesellschaft in der 
Vergangenheit nicht genug damit auseinandergesetzt, was eigentlich Wehrhaftigkeit bedeutet", sagt Baerbock. Ein 
Gespräch über die gesamtgesellschaftliche Herausforderung, die sich Außenpolitik nennt.

WELT:

Frau Ministerin, mögen Sie keine Blumen? Oder warum lassen Sie bei internationalen Besuchen ausrichten, dass 
Sie nicht mit einem Blumenstrauß begrüßt werden wollen?

Annalena Baerbock:

Ich bekomme grundsätzlich sehr gerne Blumen geschenkt, insbesondere zu meinem Geburtstag. Wenn ich 
allerdings auf einem Flughafen gerade aus einer Regierungsmaschine aussteige oder an einer Kupfermine stehe, 
sind große Blumensträuße eher unpraktisch. Und der unbedarfte Zuschauer würde vielleicht nicht darauf wetten, 
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dass die Frau mit den Blumen die Außenministerin der Bundesrepublik Deutschland ist, weswegen man Männern 
auch selten an Regierungsfliegern oder Kupfergruben Blumensträuße in die Hand drückt.

Eine Kritik, die sich gegen die Umsetzung der feministischen Außenpolitik richtet, betrifft Ihre Haltung zum Iran. 
Die Anhänger der Frauenrechtsbewegung fordern, die Revolutionsgarden auf die EU-Terrorliste zu setzen. Ihr 
Haus argumentiert, dafür bräuchte es mindestens Ermittlungen gegen die Garden innerhalb der EU - dabei gibt es 
solche Ermittlungen in Nordrhein-Westfalen derzeit. Argumentieren Sie juristisch, weil Sie die Terrorlistung gar nicht 
wollen, etwa weil Sie um Deutschlands guten Kontakt zum Iran fürchten?

Nein. Wenn jemand seine eigene Bevölkerung, insbesondere die Frauen, so terrorisiert, wie das das iranische 
Regime und Revolutionsgarden machen, dann ist eine Listung offenkundig moralisch richtig. Aber Feministische 
Außenpolitik bedeutet nicht, dass man sich das Recht zurechtbiegt. Daher habe ich den Juristischen Dienst des 
Rates der EU um eine Einschätzung gebeten, ob eine Listung der Revolutionsgarden unter dem europäischen Anti-
Terror-Sanktionsregime aktuell möglich ist. Die Antwort lautete: nein. Darum haben wir einen anderen 
Mechanismus mit gleicher Sanktionswirkung gewählt, nämlich Menschenrechtssanktionen gegen verantwortliche 
Kommandeure der Revolutionsgarden. Den Frauen im Iran wäre nicht geholfen, wenn eine Listung sofort vor dem 
Gericht der Europäischen Union einkassiert würde. Das wäre Wasser auf die Mühlen derjenigen, die ihre eigene 
Bevölkerung terrorisieren.

Das Atomabkommen mit dem Iran droht endgültig zu scheitern. Das Land ist bald nuklearwaffenfähig. Hat Israel 
das Recht, sich militärisch zu verteidigen, wenn es sich durch Irans Atomprogramm bedroht sieht?

Nach der UN-Charta hat jedes Land der Welt ein Recht auf Selbstverteidigung. Das unterstreichen wir auch mit 
Blick auf die Ukraine. Und Israels Sicherheit gehört zur deutschen Staatsräson. Bedauerlicherweise hat das 
iranische Regime schon im ganzen letzten Jahr die Gespräche zur Nuklearvereinbarung ziemlich ad absurdum 
geführt. Zugleicht gilt: Das Selbstverteidigungsrecht hat enge Grenzen, gerade mit Blick auf Präventivmaßnahmen. 
Eine militärische Eskalation im Nahen und Mittleren Osten ist für die Menschen dort ein Schreckensszenario, das 
wir mit allen uns zur Verfügung stehenden diplomatischen Mitteln verhindern müssen. Gemeinsam mit unseren 
internationalen Partnern machen wir Iran deutlich, dass es zu keiner höheren Anreicherung kommen darf.

Die Ukraine fordert, dass Beitrittsgespräche mit der EU noch dieses Jahr beginnen. Und sie fordert förmliche 
Sicherheitsgarantien von der Nato. Halten Sie eins von beidem für möglich?

Ich ziehe meinen Hut davor, wie das Land mitten im Krieg Reformschritte auf den Weg gebracht hat, um einen 
schnellen Beitritt zur EU zu ermöglichen. Aber so sehr die Ukraine in die Europäische Union gehört, kann es bei 
Rechtsstaatlichkeit, Meinungsfreiheit, den gemeinsamen europäischen Werten keinen Rabatt geben. Deswegen 
hängt der Beitritt vom Reformprozess ab. Die Nato wiederum verfolgt bekanntermaßen eine Politik der offenen Tür, 
weil souveräne Staaten selbst entscheiden können, zu welchem Bündnis sie gehören wollen. Im Fall der Ukraine 
stellt sich diese Frage nicht heute, erstmal muss dieser furchtbare Krieg zu Ende sein. In unserer Unterstützung für 
die Selbstverteidigung der Ukraine und ihr Existenzrecht werden wir daher nicht ablassen.

Die Sorge ist groß, dass die ehemaligen Sowjetrepubliken Georgien und Moldau Richtung Moskau driften könnten. 
Obwohl die georgische Regierung ihr umstrittenes Gesetz zur Gängelung zivilgesellschaftlicher Organisationen 
zurückgenommen hat. Sie reisen bald nach Georgien. Teilen Sie die Befürchtungen?

Es gehört zur Strategie Russlands, Gesellschaften zu destabilisieren, die sich auf den europäischen Weg begeben. 
Und gerade jetzt, wo Putins militärischer Erfolg in der Ukraine sich nicht wie geplant einstellt, ist es kein Zufall, dass 
die russischen Versuche der Einflussnahme in Moldau und Georgien zunehmen und Regierungen torpediert 
werden, die Vetternwirtschaft und Korruption bekämpfen, um sich von der russischen Abhängigkeit zu lösen. 
Gerade deswegen reise ich jetzt nach Georgien, deswegen habe ich ja im Frühjahr letzten Jahres die Moldau-
Plattform initiiert. Mit den Menschen in Georgien wie Moldau teilen wir europäische Werte. Ihren Wunsch, 
selbstbestimmt in Frieden und Freiheit zu leben, unterstützen wir durch die europäische Beitrittsperspektive.
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Ihr Haus bereitet gemeinsam mit anderen Ressorts die neue China-Strategie der Bundesregierung vor. Wann 
könnte die Strategie vorgestellt werden, und welche Eckpunkte können Sie schon nennen?

Ich habe immer gesagt, dass erst die Nationale Sicherheitsstrategie kommt, dann die China-Strategie. Sie müssen 
sich also nicht mehr allzu lange gedulden.

Bei der Arbeit an der neuen China-Strategie soll es Unstimmigkeiten zwischen Ihnen und Bundeskanzler Olaf 
Scholz geben. In einem Entwurf Ihres Ministeriums geht es angeblich um größere Unabhängigkeit von der 
Volksrepublik, aber auch um mögliche Importstopps der EU für chinesische Produkte, wenn "Lieferketten frei von 
Menschenrechtsverletzungen" nicht anders sichergestellt werden können. Sind da Konflikte mit dem Kanzleramt 
und der Industrie nicht absehbar?

Wir schreiben die China-Strategie in enger Abstimmung mit allen Ministerien und auch mit dem Kanzleramt. Und 
wir tauschen uns mit sehr vielen deutschen Unternehmen aus, große wie Mittelständler. Wir sind uns einig, dass wir 
uns in einer globalisierten Welt nicht von China abkoppeln können. Aber wir dürfen nicht naiv sein, denn unsere 
offene Gesellschaft ist Stärke und Verletzbarkeit zugleich. Die Erfahrungen vieler Mittelständler haben gelehrt, dass 
wir Garantien für fairen Wettbewerb brauchen, Schutz dagegen, dass das Know-how unserer Firmen in China 
abgeschöpft wird, um es dann auf unseren Märkten gegen uns zu verwenden. China ist Wettbewerber, Partner, 
aber auch systemischer Rivale. Große, börsennotierte Konzerne mögen vor allem den kurzfristigen Gewinn auf 
dem chinesischen Markt im Blick haben. Wir als Bundesregierung sind den langfristigen volkswirtschaftlichen und 
sicherheitspolitischen Interessen der Bundesrepublik Deutschland verpflichtet. Konkret bedeutet das zum Beispiel, 
dass wir in unserer kritischen Infrastruktur nicht Produkte einbauen, mit denen unsere Bürger ausspioniert werden 
können.

Kann es bei den Rüstungsexport-Richtlinien Lockerungen für europäische Gemeinschaftsprojekte geben?

Weil wir geglaubt haben, dass unsere Kinder, so wie wir, immer in Frieden leben werden, haben wir uns als Politik 
und Gesellschaft in der Vergangenheit nicht genug damit auseinandergesetzt, was eigentlich Wehrhaftigkeit 
bedeutet. Auch wenn wir in der Nato und auch in der EU bei Sicherheits- und Verteidigungsfragen schon lange eng 
zusammenarbeiten. Aber der russische Angriffskrieg hat uns gezeigt, dass Munition und Ausrüstung zwischen den 
europäischen Ländern nicht automatisch miteinander kompatibel sind. Deswegen erarbeiten wir jetzt mit unseren 
Partnern eine Strategie, wie wir auch im Rüstungsbereich industriepolitisch stärker kooperieren können. Das 
bedeutet auch, dass wir eine gemeinsame Linie für Exporte brauchen. Bisher gibt es trotz eines sogenannten 
gemeinsamen europäischen Standpunktes dazu sehr unterschiedliche nationale Haltungen, was uns gerade bei 
Gemeinschaftsprojekten vor Herausforderungen stellt. Ich habe auch in meiner eigenen Partei daher intensive 
Diskussionen dazu geführt, dass bei europäischen Gemeinschaftsprojekten nicht ein Land erst Verträge 
unterschreiben kann, auf deren Bindung sich die Partner verlassen, und dann sagt, uns ist nachher noch was 
eingefallen. Zugleich dürfen wir durch Rüstungsexporte nicht das konterkarieren, was wir außenpolitisch aufbauen. 
Wenn wir Bombardements von Zivilbevölkerung aufs Schärfste verurteilen, können wir nicht zugleich die Munition 
dahin exportieren. Darum brauchen wir gemeinsame europäische Regeln, wohin exportiert wird. Und was 
geschieht, wenn schwerste Menschenrechtsverletzungen begangen werden, ob man sich dann aus erteilten 
Exportgenehmigungen auch zurückziehen kann.

Giffey strebt Koalition mit CDU an

In Berlin läuft es offenbar auf eine Koalition zwischen CDU und SPD hinaus. Die derzeit noch amtierende 
Bürgermeisterin Franziska Giffey (SPD) will nach WELT-Informationen dem SPD-Landesvorstand am heutigen 
Mittwoch Koalitionsverhandlungen vorschlagen. Im Fall einer Koalition mit der CDU müsste Landesvorsitzende 
Giffey allerdings auf ihr Amt als Regierende Bürgermeisterin verzichten. Noch im Wahlkampf hatte sie immer 
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wieder betont, sie sei gekommen, um zu bleiben und meinte damit durchaus den Chefsessel im Roten Rathaus. 
Neuer Regierungschef würde in einer schwarz-roten Koalition CDU-Fraktions- und Landeschef Kai Wegner. Falls 
der Landesvorstand den Vorschlag zu einer Koalitionsbildung mit der CDU ablehnt, will sie offenbar als 
Landeschefin ihrer Partei zurücktreten. Die Berliner Linke hat am Freitag einen Parteitag geplant, bei dem es unter 
anderem um die mögliche Aufnahme von Koalitionsgesprächen geht. Die Berliner Grünen wollen am Dienstag bei 
einem Kleinen Parteitag entscheiden, ob und mit wem sie Koalitionsverhandlungen beginnen. Die CDU hat zu 
ihrem Zeitplan noch keine Angaben gemacht.

Greifswald

Angriff auf Oberbürgermeister

In Greifswald ist ein Protest gegen eine geplante Flüchtlingsunterkunft am Montagabend eskaliert. Einige 
Demonstranten versuchten, Oberbürgermeister Stefan Fassbinder (Grüne) anzugreifen. Der Polizei gelang es, dies 
"mit körperlicher Gewalt sowie durch den Einsatz des Schlagstocks gegen eine einzelne Person zu unterbinden", 
teilte die Polizeiinspektion Anklam mit. In der Spitze hatten sich 500 Demonstranten am Ort der geplanten 
Unterbringung im Ostseeviertel versammelt. Die Ortsteilvertretung sprach sich einstimmig gegen die geplante 
Unterkunft aus. Man wolle sie "nicht an diesem Standort", sagte der Vorsitzende Uwe Liedtke (CDU). Man wolle 
Flüchtlingen helfen, aber die Dimension und der Standort seien falsch. Bürger kritisierten unter anderem den 
Standort nahe einer Schule.

Baerbock stellt Leitlinien vor

Ein 80-Seiten-Katalog voller Leitlinien und eine eigene Botschafterin: Außenministerin Annalena Baerbock (Grüne) 
will das Konzept der feministischen Außenpolitik als Arbeitsprinzip im Auswärtigen Amt verankern. "Frauenrechte 
sind ein Gradmesser für den Zustand unserer Gesellschaften", schreibt die Grünen-Politikerin im Vorwort zu den 
Leitlinien. Zuerst hatte das Nachrichtenportal "The Pioneer" über die Endfassung berichtet. Baerbock will die neuen 
Ansätze am heutigen Mittwoch nach der Sitzung des Bundeskabinetts gemeinsam mit Entwicklungsministerin

Kretschmann über "Letzte Generation"

"Höchst kritikwürdig"

Vertreter der "Letzten Generation" dürfen sich in Baden-Württemberg keine Hoffnung auf ein Treffen mit 
Ministerpräsident Winfried Kretschmann (Grüne) machen. Er halte die Festklebe-Aktionen der Klimaaktivisten für 
"höchst kritikwürdig", auch wenn er ihre Ziele teile, sagte der Regierungschef. Beim überwältigenden Anteil der 
Bevölkerung stießen die Aktionen auf Missfallen und seien deshalb nicht das richtige Mittel. "Dazu braucht es kein 
Gespräch mit mir", betonte er. Hannovers Oberbürgermeister Belit Onay (Grüne) hatte mit der "Letzten Generation" 
eine Kooperation vereinbart. Onay sandte einen offenen Brief an den Bundestag und bat darin die 
Fraktionsvorsitzenden von SPD, Grünen, FDP, Union und Linkspartei, die Forderungen der "Letzten Generation" 
parlamentarisch zu beraten. Im Gegenzug sicherte die Gruppe zu, sie würden "die zunächst ausgesetzten Proteste 
in Hannover vollständig einstellen".

US-Sender Fox News

Murdoch bedauert Falschaussagen

Medienunternehmer Rupert Murdoch, Eigentümer des konservativen US-Nachrichtensenders Fox News, hat die 
Verbreitung von falschen Behauptungen nach den Präsidentschaftswahlen 2020 durch einige Kommentatoren des 
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Senders eingeräumt. Das geht aus Auszügen eines Gerichtsdokuments hervor, das von US-Medien verbreitet 
wurde und eidesstattliche Aussagen des 91-Jährigen von Anfang Februar wiedergibt. Die Falschnachricht, der 
damals noch amtierende Präsident Donald Trump sei durch Betrug um seine Wiederwahl gebracht worden, sei von 
einigen Fox News-Kommentatoren unterstützt worden - aber nicht vom gesamten Sender, wird Murdoch darin 
zitiert. "Ich hätte mir gewünscht, dass wir das im Nachhinein stärker anprangern." Hintergrund ist eine 
Verleumdungsklage des Wahlcomputer-Herstellers Dominion gegen den Sender Fox News, der zu Murdochs 
Medienimperium gehört. Dominion fordert in dem Rechtsstreit rund 1,6 Milliarden Dollar (1,5 Milliarden Euro) 
Schadenersatz, weil Fox News Berichte über angebliche Manipulation der Wahlcomputer verbreitete.

Ukraine wird langfristig Mitglied

Wie kann die Sicherheit der Ukraine auf Dauer gewährleistet werden? Nato-Generalsekretär Jens Stoltenberg hat 
jetzt klargemacht: Auf lange Sicht werde das Land Mitglied der Militärallianz sein. "Die Nato-Verbündeten sind sich 
einig, dass die Ukraine Mitglied des Bündnisses werden wird", sagte Stoltenberg in Helsinki. Die sei jedoch "eine 
langfristige Perspektive". Momentan sei es das Wichtigste, die Ukraine im russischen Angriffskrieg zu unterstützen, 
sagte Stoltenberg. Aber wenn der Krieg vorbei ist, "müssen wir sicherstellen, dass sich die Geschichte nicht 
wiederholt".

Schwere Kämpfe um Bachmut

Wagner-Söldner und russische Soldaten versuchen, Bachmut einzukreisen. Der Befehlshaber der ukrainischen 
Landstreitkräfte, Olexander Syrskyj, nannte die Situation um die umkämpfte Stadt im Osten des Landes "äußerst 
angespannt". "Ungeachtet spürbarer Verluste wirft der Feind die am besten vorbereiteten Einheiten der Wagner-
Söldner in den Angriff", sagte der Generaloberst. Die russischen Einheiten versuchten, die Verteidigungslinien zu 
durchbrechen. In der Nacht hatte bereits die ukrainische Vize-Verteidigungsministerin Hanna Maljar von einer 
"schwierigen Situation" an der Front gesprochen. "Der Feind setzt bei seinen Offensivaktionen auf die Taktik der 
Zermürbung und der totalen Zerstörung", schrieb sie auf Telegram. Unterdessen betonte der Kreml, das Erreichen 
der Kriegsziele habe Vorrang vor möglichen Friedensverhandlungen. Bisher gebe es auch keine Signale aus Kiew, 
mit Moskau Verhandlungen aufzunehmen, sagte Sprecher Dmitri Peskow.

Zunehmend mental instabil

Die psychische Verfasstheit der Deutschen ist zunehmend fragil. Das ist das Ergebnis einer Umfrage des 
französischen Versicherungsriesen Axa. Demnach erklärt fast jeder dritte Deutsche, derzeit unter einer mentalen 
Erkrankung zu leiden. Besonders hoch liegt der Anteil bei jungen Frauen: 41 Prozent der 18- bis 34-Jährigen gaben 
an, dass sie aktuell unter Depressionen, Angststörungen, Essstörungen oder anderen psychischen Erkrankungen 
litten.

Globaler Saatgut-Tresor

Mehr als 1,2 Millionen Samenproben

Der globale Saatgut-Tresor auf Spitzbergen ist um knapp 20.000 neue Samenproben reicher. Anlässlich seines 15-
jährigen Jubiläums wurden Dutzende Boxen mit Samenduplikaten aus aller Welt in die Anlage in der Nähe des 
Polarortes Longyearbyen gebracht, darunter erstmals welche aus den Balkanstaaten Albanien, Kroatien und Nord-
Mazedonien sowie aus dem afrikanischen Benin. Aus Deutschland waren diesmal 2761 Proben des Leibniz-
Instituts für Pflanzengenetik und Kulturpflanzenforschung (IPK) in Gatersleben und eine Probe wilder Erdbeeren 
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aus Quedlinburg dabei. Damit wird der Saatgut-Tresor künftig mehr als 1,2 Millionen Samenproben beheimaten - 
Platz ist für rund 4,5 Millionen. Die Anlage wird von der norwegischen Regierung, dem nordischen 
Agrarforschungsinstitut NordGen und dem in Bonn ansässigen Welttreuhandfonds für Kulturpflanzenvielfalt (Crop 
Trust) auf der nordnorwegischen Inselgruppe betrieben. Für Crop-Trust-Exekutivdirektor Stefan Schmitz stellt die 
Anlage "Hoffnung, Einheit und Sicherheit" in unsicheren Zeiten dar.

Warnstreiks in Kommunen

Ver.di legt Nahverkehr lahm

Nächste Eskalationsstufe der Warnstreiks im öffentlichen Dienst: Nutzer von Bus und Bahn müssen sich am Freitag 
auf erhebliche Einschränkungen wegen neuer Warnstreiks von Ver.di einstellen. Die Gewerkschaft will den 
öffentlichen Nahverkehr in sechs Bundesländern und einigen Städten für 24 Stunden nahezu flächendeckend 
lahmlegen. Die Aktion soll gemeinsam mit den Klimaaktivisten von Fridays for Future stattfinden, die für Freitag zu 
einem globalen Klimastreik aufrufen. Ver.di will damit den Druck in den Tarifverhandlungen für den öffentlichen 
Dienst der Kommunen und des Bundes erhöhen, wie Vizechefin Christine Behle ankündigte. Betroffen von den 
Warnstreiks sind vor allem Hessen, Nordrhein-Westfalen, Baden-Württemberg, Sachsen, Niedersachsen und 
Rheinland-Pfalz. Hier liege der Nahverkehr in kommunaler Hand, es gelte der Tarifvertrag des öffentlichen Dienstes 
im Nahverkehr. Die Ergebnisse der Verhandlungen für Bund und Kommunen würden für diesen Vertrag 
übernommen, erläuterte Behle. Beteiligt am Warnstreik seien auch die Beschäftigten des Nahverkehrs in München, 
wo ein weiterer Tarifvertrag gekündigt worden sei, sagte Behle. U-Bahnen und Straßenbahnen sollen in Bayerns 
Landeshauptstadt bereits am Donnerstag gar nicht mehr fahren, Busse zur Hälfte. Berlin ist von den Ausständen 
laut der Ver.di-Vizechefin diesmal nicht betroffen.

Synthetische Kraftstoffe

Ampel einigt sich auf Zulassung

Die Ampel-Parteien haben sich auf die Zulassung von synthetischen Kraftstoffen - sogenannten E-Fuels - für 
Verbrenner in Deutschland geeinigt. "Wir brauchen jede technische Lösung, auch synthetische Kraftstoffe" zur 
Erreichung der Klimaziele, sagte Bundesverkehrsminister Volker Wissing (FDP). Damit wird eine Möglichkeit 
geschaffen, wie Verbrenner nach 2035 klimaneutral fahren können.

Er habe alle Kriterien für die Trainerauswahl 
erfüllen können "und er ist bereit, hier in (Süd-)Korea zu bleiben", sagte der Technische Direktor des 
südkoreanischen Fußballverbands (KFA), Michael Müller, am Dienstag in Seoul. Er freue sich darauf, Klinsmann in 
den nächsten Tagen in Südkorea begrüßen zu können.

Frankreich

Fußball-Präsident tritt zurück

Nach Vorwürfen sexueller Belästigung gibt der Präsident des französischen Fußballverbands, Noël Le Graët, sein 
Amt auf. Bei einer Vorstandssitzung habe der 81-Jährige seinen Rücktritt bekannt gegeben, teilte der 
Fußballverband (FFF) in Paris mit. Vorläufig hatte Le Graët seinen Posten bereits am 11. Januar geräumt. Die 
Pariser Justiz ermittelt gegen ihn wegen sexueller Belästigung. Le Graët hatte das Spitzenamt seit 2011 inne. 
Seine vierte Amtszeit hätte eigentlich erst 2024 geendet.

Bald wieder auf Vor-Corona-Niveau

Literaturfestival Lit.Cologne startet

Corona hätte fast das Ende bedeutet, doch jetzt ist das Literaturfestival Lit.Cologne wieder da: In Köln startet an 
diesem Mittwoch das Literaturfestival Lit.Cologne. Während der Corona-Pandemie war das privat organisierte 
Festival in seiner Existenz bedroht gewesen, doch nun steuert es nach Angaben seines Geschäftsführers Rainer 
Osnowski wieder auf das Vorkrisen-Niveau mit über 100.000 Besuchern zu. "Der Zuspruch ist gigantisch", sagte 
Osnowski. "Viele Veranstaltungen haben wir schon gedoppelt, und wir hätten viele von denen drei- oder viermal 
verkaufen können." Einen Rekordansturm wie noch nie habe es bei den Tickets für die Gala der gerade 80 Jahre 
alt gewordenen Elke Heidenreich in der Kölner Philharmonie gegeben. Die Autorin, Literaturkritikerin und ehemalige 
Fernsehmoderatorin hatte im Jahr 2001 die allererste Lit.Cologne mit einer großen Gala eröffnet.

Internationale Filmfestspiele

320.000 Berlinale-Tickets verkauft

Die Berlinale sieht sich vom Zuspruch bestätigt. "Das Interesse war überwältigend", hieß es vonseiten der 
Internationalen Filmfestspiele in Berlin. Es seien rund 320.000 Tickets an das Publikum verkauft worden. Damit 
knüpfe die Berlinale an Zahlen vor der Pandemie an. Während der letzten Berlinale vor der Corona-Zeit waren 
2020 etwa 330.000 Tickets verkauft worden. Trotz Änderungen bei den Spielstätten gehen die Organisatoren von 
einer ähnlichen Zahl aus. Rund 20.000 Menschen aus 132 Ländern waren für die 73. Version der Filmfestspiele 
akkreditiert, darunter etwa 2800 Vertreter von Medien.

Nach Messerangriff in Illerkirchberg

Mann wegen Mordes angeklagt

Knapp drei Monate nach dem Messerangriff auf zwei Schülerinnen im baden-württembergischen Illerkirchberg hat 
die Staatsanwaltschaft Ulm Anklage gegen den mutmaßlichen Täter erhoben. Wie ein Sprecher mitteilte, wird dem 
27-Jährigen Mord und versuchter Mord mit gefährlicher Körperverletzung vorgeworfen. Der Angeklagte soll die 
beiden angegriffen haben, weil sie zufällig seinen Weg kreuzten. Der Asylbewerber aus Eritrea soll am 5. 
Dezember eine 14-Jährige und ihre 13 Jahre alte Freundin heimtückisch attackiert haben. Die 14-Jährige starb an 
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ihren Verletzungen, die 13-Jährige konnte schwer verletzt fliehen und musste mehr als eine Woche in einem 
Krankenhaus behandelt werden. Die Staatsanwaltschaft geht davon aus, dass der Mann an dem Morgen zum 
Landratsamt des Alb-Donau-Kreises unterwegs war. Dort habe er bei der Ausländerbehörde mit einem Messer 
erzwingen wollen, dass ihm ein Ausweisdokument ausgestellt wird. Das Messer soll er in seine Jackentasche 
gesteckt haben, als er sein Wohnhaus verließ, um es im Landratsamt griffbereit zu haben. Die beiden 
Schulmädchen liefen laut den Ermittlungen genau in diesem Moment an dem Haus vorbei. Der 27-Jährige habe 
angenommen, dass sie das Messer entdeckt hätten. Der Staatsanwaltschaft zufolge beschloss der Mann daraufhin 
spontan, die beiden Mädchen zu töten. So habe er verhindern wollen, dass sie die Polizei rufen und seinen Plan 
durchkreuzen.

Busunfall in Österreich

Fahrer gestorben

Nach dem schweren Busunglück mit einer bayerischen Reisegruppe in Österreich ist der schwer verletzte Fahrer 
des Fahrzeugs gestorben. Der 51-Jährige starb im Krankenhaus in Schwarzach. Er war nach dem Unfall am späten 
Samstagabend in kritischem Zustand in einen künstlichen Tiefschlaf versetzt worden. Zuvor erlag ein 31-jähriger 
Bräutigam, der mit Freunden seinen Junggesellenabschied in Österreich gefeiert hatte, noch in der Unfallnacht 
seinen Verletzungen. Der mit 32 Männern aus Niederbayern besetzte Reisebus stürzte in einer Kehre beim 
Bergabfahren über einen Abhang und landete auf einem Gebäudekomplex. Laut dem Roten Kreuz wurden neben 
dem Fahrer vier weitere Insassen schwer und 26 leicht verletzt.

Schüsse auf 16-Jährige in Bramsche

Ermittlungen wegen Mordversuchs

Nach den Schüssen auf einen 16-Jährigen in Bramsche bei Osnabrück ermitteln Polizei und Staatsanwaltschaft 
wegen versuchten Mordes gegen den Tatverdächtigen. Das sagte ein Sprecher der Staatsanwaltschaft in 
Osnabrück. Der 81 Jahre alte Mann mit italienischer Staatsbürgerschaft hatte den Angaben zufolge am Morgen 
zunächst auf den 16-Jährigen geschossen und anschließend sich selber lebensgefährlich verletzt. Beide kamen in 
Krankenhäuser. Täter und Opfer kannten einander. Weitere Details wurden zunächst nicht veröffentlicht. Die 
Hintergründe der Tat waren zunächst unklar. Die Schüsse wurden gegen 7.30 Uhr vor einem Wohnhaus gegenüber 
einer Grundschule abgegeben. Kinder und Lehrer wurden laut Polizei nicht verletzt. Polizeifachkräfte und 
Seelsorger kümmerten sich um die Kinder, die am Mittag mit Bussen nach Hause gebracht wurden.

Türkei und Syrien

Mehr als 50.000 Erdbebenopfer

Gut drei Wochen nach dem verheerenden Erdbeben in der türkisch-syrischen Grenzregion ist die Zahl der 
Todesopfer nach einer aktualisierten Zählung der Nachrichtenagentur AFP auf über 50.000 gestiegen. Der auf 
Grundlage türkischer und syrischer Angaben erstellten Zählung zufolge starben infolge des Erdbebens der Stärke 
7,8 vom 6. Februar in der Türkei 44.374 Menschen und in Syrien 5951. Die Zahlen zu den Opfern in der Türkei 
stammen von der nationalen Katastrophenschutzbehörde Afad, für Syrien beruhen sie auf staatlichen Angaben 
sowie auf Zahlen aus von pro-türkischen Rebellen gehaltenen Gebieten. In den von der Regierung in Damaskus 
kontrollierten Gebieten starben demnach 1414 Menschen, in den Rebellenregionen 4537. Grundlage der Zahlen 
aus den Rebellengebieten seien Angaben von Kliniken, Gesundheitszentren, Zivilschutz- und Lokalbehörden, sagte 
der Verantwortliche für die Gesundheitsversorgung in den Rebellengebieten, Maram al-Sheich. Die Zahl der Toten 
ist demnach "fast endgültig", die meisten Opfer seien inzwischen aus den Trümmern geborgen worden.
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Zuweilen könnte man meinen, die entscheidende Frontlinie im Ukrainekrieg läge zwischen Deutschen, die wie 
Marie-Agnes Strack-Zimmermann Waffenlieferungen nach Kiew befördern, und ihrer Kollegin Sarah Wagenknecht, 
die gemeinsam mit Alice Schwarzer ein Friedensmanifest lanciert und Waffenlieferungen ablehnt. Bevor sich im 
kalten Spätwinter die Gemüter weiter erhitzen, hier ein kleiner Hinweis: Dieser Krieg findet nicht innerhalb 
Deutschlands statt. Und weder die Haltung Frau Strack-Zimmermanns noch diejenige Frau Wagenknechts wird ihn 
am Ende entscheiden.

Die deutsche Regierung liefert Waffen an die Ukraine. Widerstreitende Politiker und Wähler setzen, wie auch immer 
das gehen soll, auf Verhandlungen. Überzeugte Befürworter Putins gibt es bei uns kaum noch. Das ist für 
Deutschland im Jahr zwei nach der Invasion keine gar so üble Bilanz.

Entscheidend für eine Demokratie wie die unsere sollte bleiben, dass man über unterschiedliche Ansichten zum 
Krieg reden und streiten kann, ohne einander dadurch zum Feind zu werden. Ist das so schwer? Es gibt genug 
Länder auf der Welt, wo solch verbaler Streit längst unmöglich geworden ist - angefangen bei Russland, wo Putins 
Leute gerade die zaghaften Errungenschaften einer Zivilgesellschaft samt erobertem Territorium in der Ukraine 
plattmachen.

China reicht bis Polen

Dann gibt es mitten in Europa noch Länder wie Weißrussland, dessen Diktator Alexander Lukaschenko in dieser 
Woche einen ebenfalls nicht demokratisch gewählten Machthaber besucht, den chinesischen Parteiführer Xi 
Jinping. Lukaschenko war, indem er Putins Truppen in seinem Land aufmarschieren ließ, von Beginn an 
Kriegspartei und hat demokratische Straßenproteste in seinem Land gewaltsam niedergeschlagen. Derzeit sitzen 
anderthalbtausend mutige Widersacher in Lukaschenkos Kerkern. Das sind freilich Zahlen, die Xi Jinping mit 
seinen riesigen Gefangenen- und Umerziehungslagern für die uigurische Minderheit kaum beeindrucken.

Uns deutschen Schlafwandlern im Windschatten der Geschichte widmen Machthaber wie Putin, Lukaschenko oder 
Xi Jinping höchstens verächtliche Gedanken. Während Wladimir Putin sein dünn besiedeltes Riesenreich gerade 
massiv entvölkert, lenkt China seit zwanzig Jahren einen Wirtschafts- und Politikverbund namens SCO (Shanghai 
Cooperation Organisation), der vom Gelben Meer bis zur polnischen Grenze bei Königsberg reicht. Außer Russland

und Weißrussland finden sich in diesem Staatenverbund sämtliche asiatische Sowjetrepubliken abseits vom 
Kaukasus sowie Indien, Pakistan und der Iran - das macht summa summarum 40 Prozent der Weltbevölkerung.

Was sie alle eint: Diese Länder stehen im Ukrainekrieg mehr oder weniger deutlich auf der Seite des Aggressors, 
beliefern Russland mal direkt, mal indirekt mit Lebensnotwendigem und Waffen und blicken keineswegs ehrfürchtig 
nach Brüssel, sondern lieber ostwärts nach Peking. Und was die SCO-Nationen zusätzlich eint: Keine - höchstens 
mit Abstrichen das riesige Indien - wird demokratisch regiert. Aus der asiatischen Perspektive wird es ungemütlich 
für die parlamentarischen Demokratien, die sich zur Unterstützung der Ukraine zusammengefunden haben.

Putin ist keineswegs einsam, und ein Sieg der Ukraine, so wünschenswert er ist, würde gleichzeitig einen Sieg 
nicht bloß über Putin, sondern auch über die Kommunisten Chinas, die Mullahs des Iran und die Atommächte 
Indien und Pakistan bedeuten. Der in der Ukraine ausgebrochene Systemkonflikt zwischen Demokratie und 
Diktatur könnte mindestens so lange dauern wie der Kalte Krieg nach 1945.

Zeitenwende im Herrenclub

Gut, dass es seit dieser Woche gegen die vielfältigen Bedrohungen der Demokratie eine Gegenwehr gibt. 
Außenministerin Annalena Baerbock hat die feministische Außenpolitik in ihrem Amt implementiert. Diese 
Zeitenwende im Herrenclub der Botschafter, Legationsräte und Außenamtsfunktionäre wird hoffentlich mehr Frauen 
auf Botschafterinnenposten bringen. Zudem müssen deutsche Diplomaten fortan bei Einladungen die Frauenquote 
berücksichtigen. Ob schwule Botschafter trotzdem noch ihren Partner mitbringen dürfen? Wobei es gewiss nicht 
verkehrt ist, bei Aufbauhilfe wie gefordert nun darauf zu achten, dass nicht Behörden, sondern Opfer, die meistens 
Frauen, Kinder und Alte sind, von den Geldern und Sachgütern profitieren. Für humanitäre Helfer läuft die 
feministische Außenpolitik gleichwohl auf Selbstverständlichkeiten hinaus. Und für Millionen 
Geschlechtsgenossinnen wie die entrechteten und getöteten Frauen der Aufstände im Iran, sind Frau Baerbocks 
Verordnungen nicht mehr als Floskeln. So behauptete die Außenministerin im Bundestag, es habe nichts mit der 
Religion zu tun, wenn Polizisten eine Frau wegen ihres schlecht sitzenden Kopftuches zu Tode prügeln. Manch 
iranischer Mullah, der es nicht so hat mit feministischer Innenpolitik, sieht das anders.

Diverses Italien

Auch Italien macht nicht mit bei der feministischen Außenpolitik, obwohl das Land erstmals seit Kaiserin Messalina 
von einer Frau regiert wird. Während Ministerpräsidentin Giorgia Meloni, wenn auch als unverheiratete Mutter, das 
katholische Familienbild preist, identifiziert sich Elly Schlein, die neue Chefin der linksliberalen Oppositionspartei, 
voll und ganz mit der Frauenbewegung. Schlein, die mit einer Frau liiert ist, für Barack Obama gearbeitet hat und 
neben der italienischen die schweizerische und US-amerikanische Staatsbürgerschaft besitzt, ist das Gegenbild zur 
Römerin Meloni.

Das ist gut für die Demokratie, wenngleich viele Italiener Mühe haben, den Namen des neuen Politstars Schlein 
auszusprechen. Spannende Frage, ob sich außerhalb der großstädtischen und universitären Milieus für die 
europäische, linke und woke Politikvision von Elly Schlein im konservativen Italien Mehrheiten finden. Und die 
ironische Volte, dass die linken Spitzenpolitiker der Arbeiterparteien wie bereits in Spanien, Großbritannien, 
Holland, Österreich, Frankreich fast immer aus großbürgerlichen Kreisen stammen, setzt sich in Italien fort.

Der Wolf im Wald

Eindeutig aus der marginalisierten Klasse ist dagegen der Wolf. Das verfemte Tier bejagt seit ein paar Jahren auch 
unsere Gefilde. Diese Woche in Visselhövede bei Bremen sogar eine Frau, die mit dem Fahrrad zur Arbeit fuhr. Nur 
dank voll geladener Akkus ihres E-Bikes konnte sie drei hungrigen Raubtieren knapp entkommen. Wolfsbeauftragte 
raten in solchen Fällen: stehen bleiben, laut reden, langsam rückwärtsgehen. Putin ist auf diese Art nicht 
beizukommen. Ob sie bei Wölfen hilft?
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Annalena Baerbock macht sich die Hände schmutzig. Erst erzählt sie viel über feministische Außenpolitik und 
überhaupt wertebasierte Außenpolitik. Und dann vereinbart sie einen Strategischen Dialog ausgerechnet mit dem 
Staat Katar.

Ja, Katar - das Emirat, das Gastarbeiter so lange schlecht behandelt hat, in dem Frauen- und LGBT-Rechte 
anscheinend wenig gelten, das zudem noch gute Kontakte zum Iran, den Taliban, der Hamas und anderen 
Terrororganisationen pflegt. Sollen das ernsthaft Partner einer neuen Art der Außenpolitik sein? Die Antwort 
lautet: ja. Auch Katar.

Erstens ist der Staat ein Beispiel dafür, wie internationaler Druck wirklich Verbesserungen bei Menschenrechten 
bewirken kann. Die Forderungen nach besserem Schutz und mehr Rechten für Arbeitnehmer vor der 
Fußballweltmeisterschaft haben tatsächlich zu Verbesserungen geführt. Und anders als Kritiker befürchtet hatten, 
sind diese Fortschritte nicht nur von Dauer, sie haben auch in anderen Golfstaaten das Bewusstsein geschärft für 
die Wichtigkeit besserer Arbeitsbedingungen. Zweitens können gerade die besonderen Kontakte der Kataris 
Deutschland zum Guten nutzen. Die Evakuierung zehntausender ehemaliger Ortskräfte der Bundeswehr aus 
Afghanistan wäre ohne Katar nicht möglich gewesen. Und im Atomstreit mit dem Iran könnte Katars 
Vermittlertätigkeit womöglich Schlimmstes verhindern.

Und drittens: Mit Beziehungen wie diesen kann Deutschland wieder ein Player in der Region werden. Was im 
Nahen Osten geschieht, bestimmt unseren Alltag in Deutschland mit - in Sachen Migration, Energie, innere 
Sicherheit. Aber ausgerechnet in dieser Region haben sich die Deutschen bisher gerne auf moralische Positionen 
zurückgezogen. Wir haben glänzende Geschäfte gemacht, aber politische Gestaltungsmöglichkeiten 
ausgeschlagen. Das war absurd.

Kein Land der Erde hat wie Deutschland engste Beziehungen zu Israel, ist bei den Arabern derart gefragt und wird 
im Iran in gleicher Weise ernst genommen. Wir könnten in diesem Teil der Erde wirklich etwas bewirken. Zu 
unserem Wohl und dem unserer Freunde. Zumal der Nahe Osten unsere eigene Nachbarschaft ist. Wir können uns 
nicht aussuchen, ob wir hier Verantwortung tragen.

Ja, Baerbock macht sich die Hände schmutzig. Aber so ist das eben, wenn man anpackt. Außenpolitik nennt man 
das, und wir brauchen es dringend.
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Nachdem sich eine Maschine der Flugbereitschaft mehrfach geweigert hatte, die Außenministerin in die Südsee 
und nach Australien zu transportieren, wurde sie unehrenhaft entlassen, also ausgemustert. Das Flugzeug vom Typ 
A340 steht jetzt in Abu Dhabi und wartet auf seinen Prozess. Die Anklage lautet auf Befehlsverweigerung, Meuterei 
und Verunglimpfung des Ansehens der Regierung. Darauf steht in den Vereinigten Arabischen Emiraten die 
Todesstrafe durch Verschrottung, auf jeden Fall aber 200 Peitschenhiebe. Will die Ministerin die Maschine 
tatsächlich ihrem Schicksal überlassen? Sieht so feministische Außenpolitik aus? Die unverschleierte Maschine 
wird am Rande des Rollfelds unter unwürdigen Bedingungen gefangen gehalten. Sie bekommt weder juristischen 
Beistand noch Kerosin und muss sich von den Resten der erbärmlichen Bordverpflegung ernähren. Annalena 
Baerbock sollte sich daran erinnern, dass die Grünen einmal angetreten waren, Politik für die Schwächsten zu 
machen. Und eine Gesellschaft wird immer danach beurteilt, wie sie mit ihren flugunfähigsten Mitgliedern umgeht.
